
CITY OF RUSHFORD VILLAGE (CRV)

MINUTES OF APRIL 19, 2011 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  

The April 19, 2011 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

AGENDA was approved as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the April 5, 2011 Regular Meeting as corrected and reprinted, on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Al Scheer, Davy Engineering presented a report of findings and recommendations regarding the test well, Well #2.  He said the site appears favorable for level of Radium, Iron is almost not measurable, and volume at 100 gallons per minute.  Referring to (attached) Appendix A of the report, he said direct feed from Well #2 appears to be the most economical solution over blending with Well #1 and other options.  Depth of the Galesville Acquifer is from 95 feet to 228 feet for about 135 feet of available water.  The pump was set near the bottom for testing.  Well #2 would be the primary source with Well #1 as backup which the MN Department of Health (MDH) would allow for a limited period of time.  He said Well #2 could be completed by September 2012 and as long as we are making progress, the MDH will not stop the process.  On motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, the Council approved the cover letter and application to be placed on the project priority list for the MDH Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund, and to continue the engineering work so the Council can be sure that this is the right thing to do.
Ken Johnson, a licensed waste water treatment operator, had taken sewage samples at two sites with Councilor Overland present and reported a major discrepancy in the results as compared to results from the Davy Labs for BOD’s and TSS.  On motion by Ekern seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, the Council approved additional sampling by Johnson once a week until they tell him to stop. Schwanke and Johnson are meeting about the WWT agreement with Rushford City representatives on Wednesday, April 20th. 
Trailside Campground: Harold Naber, Emily Spende, Gary Brown and Dennie Darr were present.  Mayor Schwanke and Naber had discussed the campground process.  Schwanke said what is different here is a stormwater plan, that the State does not check smaller plans but does require a permit over one acre - Naber’s is 1.5 acres.  Schwanke talked with Mike Sendof, MPCA who said they can inspect right away if there’s a complaint, otherwise they would inspect when in the area.  He said they do not have staff to review all plans.  Naber said the MDH has approved their part; Fillmore County has approved the septic plan and will inspect during the installation.  They are waiting for the Department of Labor and Industry regarding water piping size, etc.
Naber said he had submitted the stormwater plan to Davy Engineering’s Dan Uhl who provided some recommendations.  He commented on being redundant if Davy Engineering has to inspect in addition to the MPCA.  Davy Engineering had said they could do the stormwater plan but that was considered a conflict as they represent Rushford Village.  Schwanke and Johnson referenced past situations with private developments but agreed that if the MPCA is doing the inspection, we would not ask Davy to inspect.  Spende asked if they address all of Davy’s concerns, if that will be sufficient.  Ekern said the main concern is no run-off onto neighboring property.  Naber said with the type of soil there would be no run-off.  The Zoning Board had discussed that if the State or Fillmore County is the authority and does inspections, that additional Rushford Village inspections should not be needed.
Attorney Manion had been asked about something in lieu of a performance which is only good until completion and that an alternative could be a covenant that would be attached to the title but probably not something the owners would want.  After further discussion, the Council agreed by consensus with the Zoning Board, in summary:  1) the CRV Engineer must still review a project and provide a copy of their recommendations, and, 2) for project components that are under another jurisdiction which also does an inspection, the CRV Engineer’s approval is not required.  A performance bond would be required if there is something that will ultimately be dedicated to the City.  
ROAD / PUBLIC WORKS:  Efforts are continuing to replace the 1994 Ford Truck as well as other issues discussed on April 5th, 2011.  A letter was received April 6th denying the Picture it Painted Grant.
ZONING BOARD:  The Zoning Board will discuss information necessary to be provided to permit applicants and will consider adding solar language for adoption with the wind ordinance.  A meeting on the Sexauer property has been requested by a Realtor to include Rushford and Rushford Village.
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES: Attorney Manion will follow up on additional changes requested for Exhibit B to the MIF Flood Loan Terms memorandum.  Community Center reservation application changes will be drafted with Attorney Manion.
FINANCIAL – March 31, 2011 Balances  (-54.78): $29,980.72; Receipts: $21,991.35; Disbursed: $27549.44; Projected Final April Claims: $25, 575.36, TCR Volunteer Ad: $70.00.  Financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  Mayor Schwanke will check on rates and possibly splitting the Marine Credit Union non-PFA Sewer CD that matures April 16, 2011 for $60,291.97.  Acceptance of the 2010 audit was tabled until May 3, 2011.  FEMA final report and final payment request is pending follow-up with Treasurer Graham for information needed on six projects, including Tower Ridge Road.  
OTHER: Meetings noted included: April 18-21, 8:00 a.m.-4:30 p.m.: Board of Appeal at Fillmore County Assessor’s Office, Preston; April 26th, 7:00 p.m., Rush-Pine Creek Watershed meeting attended by and report provided by Judy and George Graham, especially a June/July parcel viewing; next Tri-City Planning Subcommittee on April 27th, 6:30 p.m.; April 28th, 10:00 a.m., CEDA Annual Meeting, Bridges Golf Course, Winona; May 10th, 5:30 p.m. Road Tour using a Semcac Bus; June 27-29, NIMS Training, CRV Hall; and July 16th, Rushford Days Parade.

Next CRV Regular meetings are 7:00 p.m., May 3rd & 17th, 2011.  At 10:07 p.m., the meeting was adjourned on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
