MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 21, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
A closed meeting took place at 6:00 p.m. with League of Minnesota Cities Attorney Jason Kaboushek regarding continuing litigation.  The September 21, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present for both meetings: Dennis Overland (6:10 p.m.), Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Ekern, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved as presented for the September 7, 2010 Regular Council meeting on motion by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS:  Floyd Dunn, Glen Kopperud, Ken Bakkum, Kevin Graves, WHKS Engineering
ROAD ISSUES/UPDATES:  Cooperative Way – Kevin Graves spoke about the onsite meeting on September 7, 2010 to evaluate the road with Tom Meath, MNDOT District 6 Materials Engineer attended by Mayor Johnson, Councilman Schwanke, Graves and Tony Engstrom of WHKS.  Graves presented a summary of the meeting in a letter which he referenced as follows: paragraph 2, “The conclusion of the evaluation is that the roadway is still structurally sound and usable to the City.” Under “Items Discussed” in the Memorandum dated September 15, 2010: Meath did not recommend full panel replacement at this time due to the location of the longitudinal cracks, but rather routing and sealing for which Pember Companies agreed to bear the costs and agreed to do the routing and sealing before the end of 2010.  Graves said signs point to problems under the sub-base of the road, two to four feet down.
Re: Five Year Warranty will be extended from the date accepted. Graves said there is no warranty on repair work after five years.  Johnson recommended repairs at four years so there is one year of warranty left.  Periodic maintenance is also recommended including “joint sealing every five to seven years and a rehabilitation project in 10-15 years.”  WHKS is going to photo document the road now for later review and comparison.  Johnson suggested a review in two years as the mid-warranty anniversary.  The Cooperative Way roadway project was accepted in accordance with the WHKS recommendation, on motion by Overland, seconded by Atkinson, and carried unanimously.  Final payment to the contractor, Fitzgerald Excavating and Trucking, as recommended by WHKS, was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Closing documents will be prepared for signing first by the contractors and then by the City of Rushford Village.
Tower Ridge Road – Based on the WHKS Structural Engineer who had made the original repair design, Graves said WHKS is recommending the trench drain as approved by FEMA.  The geotechnical report showed that saturated soil from ground water coming from the hillside is what originally caused the landslide.  That was the reason for the retaining wall and diverting the water away to make the retaining wall more cost effective.  WHKS’ Structural Engineer said the trench drain is still needed because moisture is still coming through the soil and the bed rock.  Johnson asked if blacktop would help direct surface water to the inside so water stays away from the shoulder.  Graves said WHKS’ recommendation is still with FEMA.  He said the depth of the trench drain would be a minimum of 2.5 feet for a length of 15 feet to areas where the bedrock is exposed.  There is already an 8” drain pipe from the top of the upper wall with an outlet at the bottom of the second wall to the culvert there.  Johnson said the CRV would be liable for failure if this is not done.   A motion approving the trench drain was made by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  The CRV will request quotes locally as formal bidding is not required with the estimated cost close to $40,000.
Ken Bakkum was present regarding the wash out on his property that had occurred three times since the Woodland Heights subdivision was developed and said there was no further problem this year.  The culvert under Mrozek’s driveway and berm were to correct the problem, redirecting the run-off to the natural waterway between the center properties.  Schwanke said he is checking it after every heavy rain.  The CRV had offered shale fill but Bakkum wants the same fill as was there before, not rock.  The culverts under Highway 43 were always there although one had been plugged.  The road/street was dedicated and accepted by the CRV after the developer met the engineer’s requirements.  A deep ditch catch basin on the South side of Oakview Loop catches the water from Vitses’.  Schwanke said the erosion that occurred at the time of the 2007 500 year flood was before the CRV accepted the road.  Bakkum said material needed could come from another place on his land.  Bakkum suggested ponds but they would need to be on private property.  It was suggested to ask the Fillmore County SWCD look at the area and make recommendations.  Johnson will also try to set up a meeting with Norstad and involve Bakkum in the discussions.  Thieret is trying to coordinate the timing to replace the Ekern cattle pass, culvert and the Scaife-Aspen Road Culvert by Minnowa Construction. 
ZONING:  Ordinance No.5 Sections that apply to the Moratorium area will be prepared for the September 28, 2010 meeting with landowners after which the public hearing date will be set.  Glen Kopperud was present to discuss the agenda and plans for him to facilitate the discussion. A notice was published and mailed to landowners in the area and within 350 feet.  Attorney Manion will suggest language for a dwelling in a commercial building.  New permit: Mike Machutt for a storage shed.

COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:  Test Well: Davy Engineer is proceeding with the necessary steps.  The MN Department of Health will make a site visit on September 24, 2010 which Johnson and Overland will attend.  CRV and City of Rushford Joint Planning Committee Meeting is planned for Thursday, October 7, 2010 at 6:00/6:30 p.m. 
FINANCIAL: Projected Final September Claims:
$24,531.07; Investments: Schwanke said the CD’s renewed at Rushford State Bank are now at 1.3%. A motion to approve all finances as presented was made by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  Winter LP: Selectus matched the low quote from Ostrander Farmers Elevator (1.52+ .07 for $36 tank lease for 500 gallons): 1.59 x 500=$795+54.66 tax=$849.66.  Iverson asked that a credit card be obtained for certain purchases that need to be made on line, e.g., Norton renewal for computer security, USPS stamped envelopes, some registrations, etc.  A business credit card through Associated Bank was approved on motion made by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.

OTHER: Johnson and Schwanke will attend the October 6th LMC Regional meeting in Eyota;  Thieret and Johnson or Overland will be present at the October 12th Fillmore County Household Hazardous Waste collection at the Rushford wastewater treatment plant. Atkinson will handle receipts at the October 16th CRV fall cleanup.   NEXT REGULAR Meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 p.m., October 12th and 26th; November 9th and 23rd, 2010.  Zoning meetings will be at 6:00 a.m. on the same Tuesdays at Judy’s Country Kitchen, Peterson.  The CRV Planning Committee will meet again on September 30, 2010.  Meeting adjourned at 9:35 p.m. on motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.
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
