CITY OF RUSHFORD VILLAGE (CRV)
MINUTES OF JUNE 1, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge to the Flag

The June 1, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  
MINUTES were approved on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously for the May 18, 2010 Regular Council meeting as corrected with continuation of May 11, 2010 Special meeting and Public Hearing and minutes as written for May 25, 2010 Road Tour and Cooperative Way.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS: County Commissioner Randy Dahl was present to request a resolution in support of a National Veterans Cemetery in Fillmore County.  Dahl said the County proposes to donate 153 acres of the County farm.  He said all the Veterans Organizations are behind the project and all costs of development would be paid from the National level.  Atkinson commented on maintenance like Fort Snelling.  Dahl said 120 acres is the minimum needed.  They would mine the demolition landfill and use the material as sub-base for the roads.  He said Olmsted County is also interested.  A motion was made by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to approve a resolution in support of a National Veterans Cemetery in Fillmore County.
COOPERATIVE WAY:  Engineer Kevin Graves, by e-mail, stated they have re-evaluated the total amount of defective concrete roadway and find a total of 15 defective panels and, in addition, several panels still experiencing raveling and popouts, for a total amount of defective concrete that is approximately 5% of the total quantity of concrete roadway associated with the project.  He therefore recommended the CRV pay the balance of $9,977.25 of the $29,977.25 that he had recommended for payment in September 2009.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to approve payment of $9,977.25 to Fitzgerald Excavating for Pember Companies.
ROAD TOUR Follow-up: WHKS had not yet met with Thieret regarding Tower Ridge Road.  A turn-a-round put in by Thieret was questioned by Catherine Sorum because of an oral agreement to turn around in the yard.  The Council directed use of the turn-around unless a situation requires going into the yard.
ZONING:  Howard Otis reported on the Zoning Board review of Zoning Ordinance #5 Subdivision 1500.  Permits were issued to Aaron Ekern for a deck and to Brian Krambeer for a concrete pad.  A Real Estate company inquired about splitting an 80 acre parcel owned by Curtis Vogen.  Approximately 20 acres lies north of Highway 30 and 60 acres of prime cropland lies south of Highway 30.  Renters of the Larry Nielsen property inquired about keeping 4-5 sheep during the summer for a 4-H project.  This was not considered a problem as the land is in an Ag District.  

VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING for proposed campground scheduled for June 8, 2010: Discussion included the housing inquiry by Jack Hedin in February, the intent for mixed use of the area - Overland said CMS said the CRV did not have to rezone when working on the Land Use Plan in 1998, whether more planning is needed, optimal use of the land, whether the proposed use fits the character of the area, whether the CRV 500 foot setback from an existing residence or business is fair and reasonable. The County requires 1,000 feet from a residence, the same as for a feedlot (smell) or quarry (blasting).  Attorney Manion said, as a City, the CRV can set zoning regulations independent of the County.  Regarding the variance request, Manion again referenced the “practical difficulties” standard discussed at the May 11, 2010 public hearing for the campground application.
APRIL 13, 2010 JOINT COUNCIL MEETING:  The Council was disappointed that the Tri-County Record had published that the CRV had denied the Rushford City offer for sale of water to meet radium standards when the CRV letter to the City had indicated appreciation of the offer while not being happy with the cost, but still evaluating other options.   

PARK MOWING:  Attorney Manion said if a Council person is interested, the CRV needs to show there is no unfair advantage.  Schwanke explained the intent is to look for what is most cost-effective, whether there is a savings to hiring out vs having Thieret continue the park mowing.  The ad authorized would include labor and equipment.  Schwanke had listed the mowing and trimming components.
FINANCIAL: Preliminary June Claims were projected to be $21,376.35 plus Milestone Materials.  
OTHER UPDATES / Meetings / Clerk / Communications: June 22nd, Rochester, DEED Road Show on services and funding; June 13th Council invited to Rushford Sesquicentennial Tea; June 14th, Preston, Graham and Iverson to attend Election Training; August 10th State Primary Election.  
Next Regular Meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 pm: June 15th Regular; June 8th Special: Campground Variance Public Hearing.  Next Zoning meetings: Tuesday, July 6th at 8:00 a.m. at Judy’s Country Kitchen, Peterson.  The meeting adjourned at 9:34 p.m. on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
