MINUTES OF DECEMBER 7, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
The December 7, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson. Absent: Dale Schwanke (on vacation).  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the November 23, 2010 Regular Meeting as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS: None. 
2011 BUDGET and LEVY: The levy proposed in September was an increase from $339,000 in 2010 to $360,000 in 2011.  The 2011 budget is projected with half the local government aid (LGA) as quoted by the State, however if there is no LGA as is possible with the State deficit, there will be a $25,000 CRV deficit.  A motion was made by Overland and seconded by Atkinson to approve Resolution #2010-12-07, setting the Final 2011 General Fund Levy for the City of Rushford Village at $360,000 as proposed.  The motion carried with four (4) ayes, zero (0) nays, and one member absent.
ROAD ISSUES/UPDATES:  Tower Ridge Road Trench drain inspection is pending by WHKS.  FEMA is processing the Trench Drain amendment and will be sending an amendment to approve the guard rail. 
ZONING: Howard Otis and Clerk Iverson met with Attorney Manion on November 30th and the Zoning Board met December 2nd, working to finalize the Zoning Ordinance sections that apply to the Moratorium area in preparation for the public hearing on December 21st, 2010.  A permit is pending to Linden Johnson for geothermal heating.  No updates were received on the campground status.  The next Tri-City Planning meeting is not yet scheduled. 

COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES: Harter’s General Manager Robert Talley met with Mayor Johnson and Clerk Iverson at 6:00 p.m. today.  Johnson said it was a good visit.  The driver made a list last week identifying addresses with no garbage out and the time stopped.  Some stops were not on his master list as they all should be so Talley will fax the list to us so it can be updated.  Previous General Manager Andy Gayhart was asked to have the driver identify stops where there is extra garbage regularly so they can be contacted for a larger container; this will also be done now.   

Test Well: Thein Well of Rochester plans to start drilling next week.  Thieret was asked to do more trimming so a water tank truck will fit at the site.   

Legal services: Following review of Attorney Manion’s written proposal to continue legal services in 2011 as for 2010 at $100 per hour with no charge for photo copy fees, postage, or mileage, and the cost for attending a Council meeting is not-to-exceed $250.00, the proposal was accepted on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  
Park Mowing: A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously to extend Duane Koenen’s contract as he is willing to continue in 2011 at the 2010 rate.  SEMDC Contract for 2011 to continue at 3.5 days per week for a total of $45,602.00, was approved on motion by Atkinson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL: November 30, 2010 Balance: $(39,440.33); Receipts: $9,113.91; Disbursed: $84,052.48 (some checks were held as needed until receipt of the Fillmore County November Settlement of $151,281.36 on December 2, 2010; Projected December Claims: $29,374.86; INVESTMENTS – CD’s are being renewed as noted in the November 23, 2010 minutes and a Rushford State Bank General Fund CD on December 16, 2010 for $15,850.50.  A motion was made by Atkinson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, to accept the financial report as presented.
