City of Rushford Village Council Meeting 1-20-2009 

Pledge to Flag
The meeting was called to order by Mayor, Gordon Johnson, Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Dale Schwanke, Liz Atkinson, and Howard Otis – Zoning Administrator and Judy Graham – Clerk.
Citizens Present: Kevin Graves & Rick Engstrom of WHKS, Attorney Tom Manion, Tonya Chandler of Basin Water, Attorney Mike Murphy, Murland Ellefson, John Bruihler 
The agenda was approved with the addition of Resolution 090120 relating to transfer of funds on a motion by  Ekern 2nd by Atkinson and Carried
The minutes of 1-06-09 were approved as read on a motion by Overland 2nd by Atkinson and Carried
Rates and Fees for 2009 as well as Zoning Permit Fees for 2009 were adjusted on a motion by Overland 2nd by Ekern and Carried.  The full 2009 list is on display in the office of the clerk.

Graham will advertise for Trash Removal Bids and notify Veolia (current service).  The letter from Veolia requesting a CPI increase of 2% as stated in our contract will begin with the February billing.
A letter from the City of Rushford in regards to Phosphorus from the lift station was read and discussed with the engineer.  WHKS will check with BDM Engineering as to the process Rushford will take.
Graves shared the Tower Ridge project should be ready to move forward by spring with FEMA confirmation.  Motion by Overland to send current information to FEMA with the adjustment needed to bring this road up to standards or at least as good as it was, 2nd by Schwanke. Ekern questioned the standards, motion Carried. Motion by Overland 2nd by Atkinson to have WHKS also forward adjustment of increase and decrease for Tower Ridge project ($378,927.95 less $18,474.20).  Carried.
WHKS described the 3 types of Radium removal process that would be possible for Rushford Village, including the amount of hours needed, chemicals needed, extra license etc for each type of process.  The council was very concerned about the waste of water used to backwash some of the types, and the extra needed chemicals, maintenance time, and energy used.  MN Department of Health would have the final say.  WHKS will also discuss this issue with BDM.
Ellefson owns lot 1 block 9 in the South Rushford subdivision and would like to develop it.  At this time he has not established a frontage line and needs 100’ along with a driveway access of a minimum of 32’ according to Ordinance 5 Subdivision 1511. He will return when plans and proper information is ready.  Ellefson also asked to be able to sell his possible sewer hookup to another parcel if not able to build.  This was denied. 
MN WARN Resolution will be discussed at February 10th meeting.

Resolution 090120 – A Resolution to approve fund transfers:  Whereas the maintenance of city funds and debt service funds provide financial responsibility; Now therefore, be it resolved, by the City Council of the City of Rushford Village, MN; that the City Clerk / Treasurer shall be permitted to conduct the following funds transfers when concurred with one other member of the Finance Committee: (see full resolution in the office of the Clerk) Motion to accept by Schwanke 2nd by Ekern Carried.

Otis reported that the Zoning Board would have an article ready for the February news letter regarding the issue of the outdoor wood burners. Graham will include with the billing and issue a 

special group for quarterly billed residence the middle of February.
 Bruihler approached the council on the standards for blacktopping his subdivision road today.  The standards which are in effect today stand regardless of when the subdivision was started in accordance with Ordinance 5 Subdivision 1523.1 C and Ordinance 11 Subdivision 801.1.
In regards to the street signs, Konetchey RD was at Fillmore County and will be installed in the Spring, School Section RD will be added to the post that shows Vogen RD to lessen confusion due to maps.
