MINUTES of MAY 10, 2011 
ROAD TOUR AND SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
(Continued from May 3, 2011) 
The Rushford Village City Council met at the Rushford Village Hall at 5:30 p.m. for the Annual Road Tour via a Semcac bus.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: Robert Thieret – Public Works-Maintenance, Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

ROAD TOUR – Sites Viewed and Solutions Discussed:

_Cooperative Way: There are 18 panels now cracked, some are chipping out.  Request copy of video.

_Gilbertson Road Flood Repair: Washing behind (gabian) rock baskets; add more riprap, consult DNR.

_Tower Ridge Road Flood Repair: Inside of hill keeps falling and filling in; widen more from hill.

_Oian Road: Upgrade, build up, add culvert by “Y” (Himlie Lane), spray spreading poison hemlock.

_Question regarding standards for gravel road upgrade: 24 foot travel surface?

_Tuff Bridge Condition:Replace with 24-28 foot width; contact Minnowa Construction about other 
   bridge removals.
_Woodland Heights (not viewed): Jim Norstad to fix run-off to Ken Bakkums’.
_South Rushford Water Removal where grinder pump-tank is now: request for drain tile at shared cost.
_Wilton Bunke’s standing water: directing through culvert would also add flood protection.

_Aspen Road – 1st Culvert: get quotes for extension to East and replacement with steel culvert.

_County Line: Upgrade by removing trees for more sun and add rock.

_Sexauer Land: Discussion of Mayor Schwanke meeting with Owner, Realtor, City Administrator.

Road Tour continued on Ridgeview Road to Airport Road into Peterson, stopped at Fossum Sand and Gravel Pit and ended at CRV Hall via City Park Road.

ZONING Permit locations were viewed and/or discussed with Howard Otis as follows:
_Campground progress: main entrance is in off City Park Road; stormwater permit pending.

_Loven - Trailer by house has been there many years, no record of permitting.  They want to remove it 
   for another building: consensus was to just require a permit for the new building.

_Duplex (R-1 permitted) proposed – 120 foot lot next to Yvonne McElmury: 
_Fossum Pit Interim Use – Hot mix plant in August for State Highway 16 east: Public Hearing to be   
   held in June; conditions to include dust control and re-rock as needed, possibly a performance bond.
SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

At 8:30 p.m., following the Annual Road Tour, the May 10, 2011 Special meeting, a continuation of the May 3, 2011 Regular Meeting, was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke with all present as stated above.  There were no other Citizens or others present.
Small Truck Replacement: Thieret suggested a F350-450 p.v., V:10 or Diesel, with an 8’or 9’ plow and stainless slide-in sander.  He said a V-plow, if desired, would be about $1,000 more.  Iverson was asked to check on the State bid price.

Fillmore County Bridge Posting Recommendations: Iverson is to contact the County to inquire about obtaining signs and installation.  On motion by Johson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, the Council approved ordering and installation by and/or as advised by Fillmore County.
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:

Amended Sewer Agreement was passed on May 9, 2011 by the Rushford City Council and they agreed to 90 days from April 15, 2011 for Rushford Village to do additional testing.  
Two samples were taken today at the same manhole site just outside the WWT plant; one is going to Janesville and one to Davy Labs.  Mayor Schwanke and Thieret will go to the WWT plant on Wednesday to check on cleaning the sampler.  Davy Engineering said it should be cleaned regularly which Thieret will do if it is the responsibility of Rushford Village.  They will also check on the holding tank at Curt’s Place regarding pumping frequency and holding time to determine if changes are needed there.  Regarding phosphorus, Schwanke said we will need to adopt the City’s Ordinance.  The cost of modular systems ($1.2 million) like Fountain and Peterson were compared to the CRV share of capital costs for the Rushford plant, estimated at $140,000 for 9.39%.
Water and Sewer fees were discussed in relation to the proposed duplex in South Rushford and preliminarily for future new hook-ups under the new WWT agreement.
ZONING: Howard Otis reported on permit applications as follows: 1) Brown Tire and Battery for 105’ x 45’ cold storage building; Cedar Hill Park: 2) Casey Ingvaldson to convert current garage into bedroom and add new garage; 3) Steve McDonald for addition; and, 4) Interim Use Permit by Dunn Blacktop-Mathy Construction.
OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs / Communications: 
May 20-21st Spring Clean-up: Council members committed to be present one or both days and the consensus was to keep the fees the same, i.e., keep them reasonable even though the fees do not cover CRV costs for the clean-up. By consensus, the Council also authorized a check for change for the clean-up. David Hundorf will again provide a flatbed and Harters will provide two roll-offs.
Other meetings were referenced as on the agenda.  Next Regular Meetings: 7:00 p.m., Tuesdays, May 17th & June 7th, 2011.  Meeting adjourned at 9:58 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
