
CITY OF RUSHFORD VILLAGE (CRV)

MINUTES OF JUNE 7, 2011 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag   

The June 7, 2011 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

AGENDA was approved as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the May 17, 2011 Regular Meeting as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHER PRESENT: Davy Engineering Geologist Allan Scheer explained the Thein Well proposal on a per unit basis at $8493 vs. the final cost of $9453 that was recommended to pay.  1) Scheer said the bid was based on the number of feet of open hole.  They did not know where the top of the aquifers (Eau Claire, Galesville, Ironton) were and estimated 218 feet to the bottom of the hole.  When drilling, they were getting poor returns so, as the geologist, Scheer had to judge where they were on site and told them to continue drilling.  They stopped at 238 feet for the additional cost of $360.  2) 4 hours were bid vs. 6 hours actual development of the hole, i.e., cleaning out fines, again a call in the field by Scheer added a cost of $700.  3) Reduction in the pump time caused a savings of $100.  Scheer said the $1400 that Thein Well had requested for downtime was not allowed. He said a “not to exceed” price is not always practical.  The additional time and cost led to a functional well and the pumping proved that we have a sufficient acquifer.  Scheer said the 4 inch test well will be used as a monitoring well and they will drill adjacent to it for the 8 inch production well.  A motion made by Overland, was seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to follow Davy Engineering’s recommendation not to pay Thein Well the $1400 for downtime.  A motion made by Johnson, was seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to follow Davy Engineering’s recommendation to pay Thein Well $9453.  Mayor Schwanke said the Council wanted to understand the reasons for the increase.
Scheer is dealing with the DNR on the land sale and said the next step is plans and specifications. Bids are scheduled to be received by November 2011 and the State has 30 days to review, i.e., 90 days away.  Schwanke said the Council wants to review options for the well house, whether it is possible for CRV to build to incorporate the new with the existing well house.  Scheer said Jim Kochie will work on the design and can work with CRV on that.  A motion to authorize CRV Well #2 plans and specifications was made by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously. 
ZONING BOARD:  Howard Otis reported on permits issued to: Dr. Marcoux for a screened-in porch, Otis for a 24’x 24’ garage, Mike Pepin for a patio, Jon Peterson for a 40’x 80’ farm building.  Jack Hedin was present at the June 2, 2011 Zoning Board meeting regarding his proposed and already started seasonal lodging of various types for employees.  The concern was about non-compliant housing.  Suggestions: An Interim Use Permit allowing the housing only in connection with Featherstone Fruits & Vegetables or a special district. There was also discussion of solar and wind regarding Hedin’s business operations.  A letter was authorized to Hedin regarding starting with no approvals, that the multiple projects proposed do not meet current zoning and subdivision regulations, and to remind him of the moratoriums in place on subdivisions, wind and solar power.
Mathy-Dunn Blacktop Interim Use Permit application was discussed regarding the public hearings being moved to July 26th due to a staff conflict on July 12th.  Conditions proposed include dust control, repairing the road, and a performance bond to cover the road repair to equal or better condition.  Attorney Manion is to suggest a value for the bond.  
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES: Waste Water Treatment (WWT) sampling: Thieret ordered a low flow probe and options were discussed if results continue to be skewed.  Pressure washing will take place next week at all points where samples have been taken.  Paul Harris, MN Dept of Health, may be here to see the conditions before the pressure washing occurs.  Overland said Ken Johnson had said the biggest issue is cleaning once a month.  Schwanke has reviewed previous test results and said they have been inaccurate for many years.  He commented that the City of Rushford has a constant flow while CRV has only a trickle which makes it a challenge to get a representative sample.  Regarding the samplers, Tech Sales has looked at the flood-damaged sampler and Norman’s Electric is repairing it so it can be used for upstream tests.  The business location tank will be set up to pump once a day.
MIF Flood Loan Terms memorandum: Attorney Manion said he included the Exhibit B letter job language in the memorandum so the exhibit B can be eliminated.  CRV Community Center Application: Manion suggested some final changes which will be incorporated for approval on June 21, 2011.  Third offense dog complaint: a letter drafted by Iverson will be sent to the owner via Attorney Manion.  Individual property annexation letter: Iverson will check with Rushford City Clerk Zacher on any action taken or not taken by the City.  Schwanke said Fillmore County Zoning’s Mike Frauenkron stated that the septic system is in compliance and that the problem is no additional site if it needs to be replaced.  A letter was authorized on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
Emergency Preparedness: Ekern questioned whether we are prepared, e.g., if a tornado came through, with keys off site, policy with phone numbers, equipment, an action plan, etc.
ROAD/BRIDGE ISSUES: No reply yet from Fillmore County on bridge posting recommended; County Line Road is reported by residents as better with more grading; replacing 1994 Ford Truck is pending.
FINANCIAL:  Final  2010  Audit  with  recommendations  was  accepted  on 
motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 
 The MN State Auditor performance measures were accepted on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  May 31, 2011 Balance: $3,992.14, Receipts: $8,137.81, Disbursed: $19,168.56, Spring Clean-up costs projected close to  break-even  and  Projected Preliminary June  Claims: $55,019.65  were  approved  on  
motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. FEMA final report pending with Judy Graham.
OTHER UPDATES/ Meetings/ Communications were reviewed as listed, including: next Tri-City Planning Subcommittee (Council, Planning-Zoning Members) at CRV Hall, June 22nd, 6:30 p.m., and June 27-29th NIMS Training, at CRV Hall by Rushford Fire Department. Clerk Iverson is on vacation June 23-24th with Treasurer Graham filling Friday office hours.
MOTION to ADJOURN was made by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, at 10:02 p.m.   Next Regular Meetings are: 7pm-Tuesdays, June 21st, July 5th and 19th, 2011.
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
