

CITY OF RUSHFORD VILLAGE (CRV)

MINUTES OF JULY 26, 2011 – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING and PUBLIC HEARINGS
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag   

The July 26, 2011 Special Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board: Darrell Erickson, Bruce Hovland, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Paul Wenzel, Dunn Blacktop Co., Mathy Construction Co.; Jack Hedin and Evan Meier, Featherstone Farms.
At 7:05 p.m., Mayor Schwanke declared the Special Meeting closed and opened the PUBLIC HEARING for an INTERIM USE PERMIT. The application was received from Dunn Blacktop Co., Mathy Construction for temporary installation and use of an asphalt plant at the Fossum Sand and Gravel Pit Southwest of Peterson. Wenzel said the timeline has been backed up on the State Highway 16 project with a start date of September 19th vs. August 15th, 2011 and they intend to move the asphalt plant in by September 12th.  Work will include milling the main line and shoulder, paving, and related work.  Wenzel was okay with the proposed conditions for dust control and restoration of the half mile of CRV road to be used, however, he was surprised by the $30,000 bond.  A bond had been proposed in prior discussions but no amount was stated. Wenzel said since this is a State project, the State would be doing both pre-construction and post-construction inspections of the work site and routes.  They will start with a pre-construction conference with the State of Minnesota and all sub-contractors.  
At 7:30 p.m., a motion to close the Interim Use Public Hearing and re-open the Special Meeting was made by Petersen, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  On motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, a modification to the third condition was approved, requiring no bond but copies of the pre-construction and post-construction inspections.  The Interim Use Permit with modified conditions was approved on motion by Ekern, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
At 7:40 p.m., a motion to close the Special Meeting and open the PUBLIC HEARING on ORDINANCE No.11, SUBDIVISIONS and ORDINANCE No.5 ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS, Sections 300 and 1500 was made by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. Clerk Iverson, Zoning Administrator Otis, and Zoning Board members Erickson and Hovland provided insights during discussion of the amended documents and additional edits were made.  At 8:05 p.m., a motion to close the Subdivision and Zoning Ordinances Public Hearing and re-open the Special Meeting was made by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  On motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, this Public Hearing was continued to August 23, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.
At 8:10 p.m., a motion to close the Special Meeting and open the PUBLIC HEARING on SOLAR and WIND ORDINANCE(S) was made by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. Drafts for Solar and Wind energy systems were proposed to be a part of Zoning Ordinance No.5, Section 1500 General Regulations.  They were reviewed and edited with input from Jack Hedin and Evan Meier.  At 9.08 p.m., a motion to close the Solar and Wind Energy Public Hearing and re-open the Special Meeting was made by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  On motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, this Public Hearing was continued to August 23, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. and the Special Meeting was adjourned at 9:59 p.m. 
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
