MINUTES OF DECEMBER 6, 2011 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The December 6, 2011 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  
AGENDA was approved as prepared on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for the November 15, 2011 Regular Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  None.

ZONING - Howard Otis:  An excavation that started as a land alteration was required to apply for an Interim Use Permit. A public hearing was approved for December 20, 2011 at 7:30 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  The sand found there tests out as a special type of sand needed to repair the Rushford dike system.  The excavation process involves removal of topsoil, excavation of 750 cubic yards of the sand, replacing it with material from the dike, and replacing the topsoil.  Upon recommendation by the Zoning Board, the Interim Use Permit fee was reduced to $300 because the use is temporary and still includes conditions.  
Powell Horses: a letter written by Attorney Manion was redirected at Mrs. Powell’s request to Attorney Scott Anderson, Preston who stated that he was not actually representing them.  Following discussion that included County Commissioner Randy Dahl and State Representative Greg Davids, Mr. Powell picked up a Conditional Use application but it has not yet been completed and returned.  Attorney Manion was asked to write another letter to Powells, and will include Interim Use as an option that has been available since December 2010. 
Other zoning discussion included Gary Brown applying to the State for a used auto dealership license, the sale of a five acre building site that was referred to the Zoning Board, a residential fence to be constructed to screen an adjacent yard that has no enclosed storage (also involves a utility easement), and a collapsed barn. The Zoning Administrator change will be discussed further with the Zoning Board.
ROAD/BRIDGE ISSUES: Small Truck Purchase – The delivery date is now projected for January because Ford is making more diesel than gas engines due to demand.  A quote received from Universal Truck Equipment for stainless steel running boards for a total of $382.08 was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Acquiring gas credit cards for maintenance use was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  Surveyor Roger Brand inquired about the width and end of Peterson Lane regarding the MN Land Trust establishing a Conservation Easement.  The width is a standard 66 feet and the end is the fence where CRV maintenance and plowing ends.
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:   The Rushford City-CRV Re-Negotiated Wastewater Treatment Agreement was signed by all parties at the Rushford City Council meeting on November 28, 2011.  Well #2 pumphouse design: Davy Engineer Jim Kochie provided three alternatives for the chemical equipment which Bob Thieret will be asked to discuss further with Kochie.  MN DNR property: 10 acres was purchased for $26,096.00 for Well Site #2 and the reservoir.  An Environmental Notice is required to be published and mailed to designated officials and neighboring properties (Darr Subdivision and Britts), allowing for a thirty day comment period from the date of publication, e.g., December 19, 2011 until January 19, 2012.
FINANCIALS: November 30, 2011 Account Balance: $59,949.32; Receipts: $65,569.78; Disbursments: $53,256.65-$10,000 (Note: while the spelled amount was correct on a check to Bruening Rock, the numerical amount printed as $10,000 less); Projected Preliminary December Claims: $33,186; Investments: Rushford State Bank General Equipment CD of $15,961.74 matured 12/16/2011; Marine Credit Union PFA Water Fund CD of $2000+ matures 12/31/2011 and both are planned to be renewed.  The Financials as presented were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  The 2nd half 2011 tax settlement was received from Fillmore County on December 1, 2011 in the amount of $164,185.51.
2012 FINAL BUDGET and LEVY:  Judy Graham is interested in assisting with the statutory clerk duties otherwise required to be subject to PERA contributions, however, since she is already retired and drawing PERA, no new PERA contributions will be required and there is no penalty.  On motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously, the Council approved the Community and Economic Development Associates (CEDA) 2012 contract with Joyce Iverson as staff for the same time as in 2011, three and one-half (3.5) days for $46,286 and to negotiate with Judy Graham for clerk duties.
Resolution #2011-12-06.01 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously, to set the City of Rushford Village Final Levy for 2012 at $360,000.00, the same as for 2011.  Resolution #2011-12-06.02 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously, to allow the City of Rushford Village to hold its own Board of Review in 2012 and for as long as there are trained Rushford Village officials.  Past Due Bills were certified as preliminary up $4,442.13 for collection with taxes if not paid before the December deadline, on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
OTHER / Meetings / Communications: At the November 30th Tri-City Meeting, Yaggy-Colby representatives stressed the need to have a good comprehensive plan and tie the ordinances to it.  Attorney Manion said a Comp Plan shows logic and consistency.  The next Tri-City Meeting is Wednesday, January 25th.  Iverson suggested a need for lighting outside the CRV Office-Community Center, especially to light the west parking lot. 
The meeting adjourned at 9:41 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  The next regular Council meeting is Tuesday, December 20, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.  The Zoning Board will meet Thursday, January 26, 2011 at 6:00 a.m. at Judy’s Country Kitchen in Peterson.
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
