MINUTES, JUNE 5, 2012 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
and CHICKEN ORDINANCE, Ordinance 1A, Public Hearing
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag     
The June 5, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the  Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern (7:08 p.m.), Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Administrator in training Jon Pettit, Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for May 15, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  Councilmember Johnson had submitted his resignation to allow for someone else to be appointed; that did not happen so Johnson withdrew his resignation, which withdrawal was accepted on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None.

FINANCIAL – May 31, 2012 Now Account Balance: $73,113.61; Receipts-May: $12,992.31, ($1209: Spring Clean-up); Disbursed-May: $24,353.65; Projected June Claims: $30,714.68; the financials as presented were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  Additional MCU Investments will mature in July. A $200 contribution for Taste of the Trail ads for events by the Root River Trail towns over three weekends in September was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  Scheduled for September 22nd with Rushford and Houston, Rushford Village may include display and sampling of Featherstone produce and brochures of other CRV businesses.  Mayor Schwanke and Overland have started discussion about steps to hire the next office staff.  Schwanke called Congressman Walz’s office about FEMA reimbursements and was told that many other cities are in the same boat.  
CHICKEN ORDINANCE, 1A:  At 7:30 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. The number “1A” was used to have the Chicken Ordinance follow Ordinance #1 on Animal Control.  Ordinance 1A will apply to specified residential districts and not to Protected Agricultural Districts. Discussion included setbacks, changing 100% neighbor consent to 100% adjacent property owner consent, that permits would be reviewed annually but would not require annual renewals, revocation in the event of a nuisance, expiration after five years of being inactive, and that the permit is not transferable. 
At 8:12 p.m., the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting 
was re-opened on
motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  After further discussion, the Rushford Village Chicken Ordinance, Ordinance 1A was approved as modified and to publish a summary on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Thieret is working on South Rushford water run-off solutions. Consensus followed discussion that brush left behind the maintenance garage may be picked up for firewood. Siren status: sounding of the new siren will not change due to fire department policy; moving the old siren will require a phone line. Johnson will check on voltage required and Norman’s Electric will be asked to look at it when it is removed from the pumphouse.
 Formation of area LMC Safety Group is pending commitment of cities to participate. Nothing new is known regarding the Oakwood Cemetery access.
SEWER: Council discussed cleaning needed at sampler location as sewer sample test results still vary.  WATER: Documents have been submitted for Well#2–Pumphouse #1 upgrade for a PFA Loan of $324,559.00, not including the land. Mary Ippel, Briggs & Morgan, has agreed to be Bond Counsel and said that they would get involved with the PFA loan agreement/contract. A notice was sent to residents and will be published for a meeting to be held on June 19th at 6:00 p.m. at the South Rushford Park shelter on Well #2 construction, which will begin as soon as the PFA loan is finalized.
ZONING: Zoning Fees as updated and recommended at the May 10th Zoning Board meeting were approved, including insurance declaration page or certificate of coverage instead of just a company and policy number, on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  See Zoning Board May 24th notes for New Permits/inquiries.  Additional permits issued: Rick Ruberg for a pole building and Dan Sorum for an ag building for a feedlot.  Discussion included ground asphalt placed up to the edge of a property line and a semi cab parked there as well as semi’s parked at other locations in South Rushford.  Pettit continues to go with Otis on most site visits.
CMS – Jay Kruger sent minimum specifications for landings and sidewalks outside the CRV community center rear and side entrances.  Quotes will be requested for the work.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Council discussion and consensus was that the Comp Plan update should proceed as soon as possible. Iverson was asked to contact Christina Peterson, Yaggy Colby Associates, for an outline to get started and to include in information to get citizens involved in a group.  
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: BR&E Interviews were completed and tabulation of results is planned by mid-June.  Information will be published and included in the July newsletter regarding the CRV-EDA Enabling Resolution, Business Subsidy Criteria, and Revolving Loan Fund Guidelines.
OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs:  A MN Auditor memo on closed meetings was discussed with Attorney Manion who advised posting such meetings with the purpose when happening and keeping a record. Clerk Election Training is June 11th at Preston; Local Election Filing is July 31-August 14th: people who want to serve are needed to file; Schwanke and Petersen will attend the August 13th, Board of Equalization Training in Preston; State Primary Election: August 14th; General Election: November 6th; Tri-City meeting: July 25th, 6:30 pm, CRV Hall-Office.
Next Council Mtgs: June 19th & July 3rd; Zoning Brd: June 14th, 6am, CRV Office; Rushford Days Parade: July 21st.  Motion to Adjourn at 9:40 p.m., was made by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  [Note: Iverson Jury duty, May-July]
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
