MINUTES, JULY 17, 2012 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag     
The July 17, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Absent: Dennis Overland. Also present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson (CEDA). Roger Ekern was thanked for a good job shampooing the community center carpet. 
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  MINUTES of July 3, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved with changes on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Cory Baker, Shawn Mrozek.  Baker reported on the Erickson property sand mining located near his property, that the Houston County Board had issued a stop-work-order for work exceeding the existing permit and then rescinded the order to allow sand removal but no washing, processing, or blasting.  Possible Indian burial grounds there were stated as not an issue on private land.  Other comments: “Frac” sand needs to be defined by a state agency with the authority – the name applies more in its use for oil wells; they are a long way off from determining what is safe – can you do it right?; that checks and balances are needed – what is a problem for some is a livelihood for others, e.g., expensive housing in Rochester around former sand pits which are now lakes.  Schwanke commented that the Rushford Village moratorium will allow time for State and County findings.
ZONING: Mrozek had met with Mayor Schwanke, Pettit, and Iverson on Monday about plans to replace the mobile home on her property with a built home.  There was discussion about a parcel of record vs. the quarter-quarter rule and the location of the new home so that it is entirely on one of the four parcels she owns.
Other Zoning reported by Pettit:  confirmation was received for the Fillmore County septic system permit for Rosvold’s new home; Scattum’s home is complete and Pettit will check whether there is a berm to prevent run-off onto Mrozek’s property; Farmers Elevator has not acted on the sewer permit and catch-up fee.  Schwanke talked with Gary Brown and a letter was received from his Attorney regarding a separate sewer bill for the former car wash property (separate connection) that Brown’s acquired in a land swap with Farmer’s Elevator.  A response letter was sent with copies of the ordinance, etc.  
At the Zoning Board meeting on July 12th, Otis and Pettit provided a list of all conditional use permits and Otis’s list of non-conforming properties.
FINANCIAL –June 30, 2012 Now Acct Balance: $235,671.13; Receipts-June: $219,604.59 (1st half Taxes:  $210,755.28); Disbursed-June: $57,047.07; Projected July Claims: $34,719.21; Projected July 31, 2012 Now Acct Balance: $200,951.92 +Receipts; INVESTMENTS: The Marine Credit Union-PFA CD that matured 7-17-12 for $4,054.64 was moved to Rushford State Bank. The Financials as presented were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  
A message that the off-site back-up was nearing capacity led to asking Ace Communications network manager Isaac Weisenberger to remove the old Paradox billing data as it’s no longer needed nor accessible. The new ASYST billing needed to be added to the back-up and the result is that the backup is now using only 30 gig of the 50 gig available to CRV.  Ace had previously installed a firewall as part of its managed network service and Microsoft Security Essentials was discussed as a better no-cost security option when Norton expires.  Friday, July 20th, an I-Compass Technology Webinar for I-Pad meeting software will be viewed followed by a 2013 Budget Committee meeting. 
Harters notified CRV of the need for a 2% increase in garbage collection rates, the first increase since the contract began in March 2009. A motion to accept the increase was made by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. Severson Oil offered a price of $1.359, 500 gals of LP, prepaid. Iverson is to negotiate for payment as delivered and a motion to approve the contract was made by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
Re: FEMA funds at MN Homeland Security (MHS) office, Schwanke has continued with calls to MN Senator Jeremy Miller, Supervisor John Moore who reassigned follow-up from John Gibson to Wayne Lamoreaux who will be here to examine CRV’s files on Monday, July 23rd.
COMPLAINTS: No response was received to the dangerous dog letter drafted by Attorney Manion.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Johnson said the gravel parking area by the bike trail needs to be finished and identified for parking.   Schwanke suggested room for four cars, possibly concrete barriers / paving.
WATER: Well#2–Pumphouse upgrade: Iverson will follow-up on the status of the amended DNR permit application which is required before the MN Department of Health can authorize the Public Facilities Authority to proceed with the PFA Loan.  Davy Engineer Jim Kochie also wants to schedule a preconstruction meeting with the contractors as soon as possible to meet the accepted bids time frame.  17% of the water meters have been faulty; Schwanke will work with Thieret to check and replace them as needed by the end of 2012 and all will have remotes.  Johnson suggested and will get price information on remotes for a hand-held reader.
SEWER: Poly-pigging of force main will start small and go larger as needed at a cost of $2500 to $5000.  Thieret has spoken with City staff Jeff Copley.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Featherstone’s event person has been contacted for the Taste of the Trail, September 22nd.  The Tri-City Business Retention & Expansion Steering Committee/Team will meet on July 26th to review the assessment results tabulated and plan for a presentation /follow-up.
OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs: Mayor Schwanke will ride in the Rushford Days Parade, July 21st; Tri-City meeting: July 25th; SEMLM Qtrly Mtg: July 31st at Mantorville – Schwanke, Overland, Johnson, and Petersen plan to attend; Local Election Filing: July 31st -August 14th; Board of Equalization Training, August 13th in Preston, to be attended by Schwanke and Petersen; State Primary: August 14th; General Election: November 6th; CRV regular meeting changed to Wednesday, November 7th.  Next Council Meetings: August 7th & 21st; Zoning Brd: August 16th, 6 a.m. at CRV Hall-Office. 
Motion to Continue (to allow SEMLM attendance on July 31st) was made at 9:14 p.m., by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
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
