MINUTES, AUGUST 21, 2012 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag     
The August 21, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland (7:06 p.m.), Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson (CEDA), and Attorney Thomas Manion was available by phone. 
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES of the August 7, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved as written on motion by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Andy Prinsen regarding the Oakwood Cemetery access. 
FINANCIAL: Projected Final August Claims: $30,597.55; Projected August 31, 2012 Now Acct Balance: $215,842.79 +Receipts; INVESTMENTS: Two Rushford State Bank (RSB) MIF-RLF CD’s matured 8-9-12 for $50,187.17 each and were renewed for 12 months; a Marine Credit Union PFA-Sewer CD for $10,927.87 matured 8-17-12 and was moved to a 12 month CD at RSB. Interest is still at 1% for 12 months.  The Financials and Investment renewals as presented were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

A 2013 draft preliminary budget was presented as discussed by the Finance Committee of Schwanke, Overland, Graham, and Iverson. Council discussion included road projects to complete in 2012 and for 2013, an annual investment of at least $25,000 per year to prepare for major equipment purchases according to a useful life schedule and cost estimates developed by Schwanke and Thieret, the transition to a new clerk – possibly sharing with Peterson, an increase for police services to be discussed with a Tri-City Committee on August 22, 2012, a percent increase for wages, and a comprehensive plan for which the preliminary levy was shown to increase (preliminarily) from $360,000 to $380,000.  Budget discussion with the public was set for the December 4, 2012 Council meeting at 7:30 p.m., on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.    

FEMA Funds: Mayor Schwanke has been in contact with Congressman Walz’s office again.  A County-wide Emergency Services Volunteer ad was approved for the Fillmore County Journal on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

ZONING – Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported on new permits to: David Lind for a used greenhouse, Steven Burdey for a home addition, Holly Holle to re-roof and remodel the former John Meltz, Philip Kahoun for a garage. He said Todd Rosvold’s have purchased a house on County Line Road and will not be building in Woodland Heights.  Pettit also investigated as machine shed  being improved and referred in other rural buildings that have been upgraded for various purposes.  It was suggested that the County Assessor could be made aware of such properties to check when they are in the area.  He noted possible erosion issues by the Bauer, formerly Erickson house being rebuilt.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES:  The cost to seal-coat the blacktop portion of Magelssen (bluff) Road was proposed to be shared with Rushford. Granite was estimated at $4000 to $5500 and would extend the life of the blacktop by about five years.  Consensus was to share the cost equally but that this would not be a precedent for future improvements.  A seasonal maintenance agreement exists between the cities. Mayor Schwanke will be talking with Rushford City Administrator Steve Sarvi.
Noted: Cooperative Way Warranty ends in fall 2015 so any repairs need to be planned for summer 2015.  Industrial Silica Sand meetings are continuing in the area and Ekern is attending some of them.  There are still a lot of unknowns but Ekern suggested that thought be given to what CRV wants.
WATER: Well#2 is being drilled and pumping is being refined for pressure, quantity, etc.  Samples will then be taken for the radium testing which takes 3-4 weeks to get results.  Davy Hydrologist Al Scheer has been on site as has CRV’s Bob Thieret who said they were close to the target depth this week. The previous week they had drilled partway and added grout.  
The PFA loan paperwork is getting close to completion and the closing is planned soon.  A reimbursement summary for costs paid to date was submitted for $81,060.96.  A letter to the MN Office of Management and Budget (MMB) for a waiver of the Real Property disclosure in regard to the easements was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  The Real Property disclosure to the State with recorded descriptions of the well site and pumphouse is pending the description of additional CRV land to be used for part of the watermain.
SEWER: Poly-pigging the lines is still pending. 
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Taste of the Trail on September 22nd with Rushford and Houston will include Featherstone Farms. The Rushford Area Chamber of Commerce does new business welcomes, e.g., Rushford Floral. Featherstone Farm’s Lease of 3.5 Acres will be reviewed on September 4th regarding continuation and the annual rent per acre.
OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs: Local Election filings: Schwanke for Mayor, Overland and Todd Baker for Council.  Schwanke and Petersen attended the Board of Equalization Training on August 13th in Preston; Tri-Cities: meet next: on August 22nd (police services) and September 26th, 6:30 pm, CRV; area LMC Safety Group: September 6th, 10 a.m.-noon; LMC Regional Mtg: Lanesboro, October 3rd; General Election: November 6th and CRV regular meeting was changed to Wednesday, November 7th.  
Next Council Mtgs: September 4th and 18th; Zoning Brd: September 13th, 6:00 a.m. at CRV Office.  Motion to Adjourn was made at 9:25 p.m., by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
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
