MINUTES, OCTOBER 2, 2012 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag     
As a continuation of the September 18, 2012 Regular Meeting, the Rushford Village Council met on October 2, 2012 with Tom Kopperud of Norman’s Electric at 6:00 p.m. at the South Fork Farmers Elevator new grain receiving and weighing facilities in Rushford Village. Present: Mayor Schwanke, Council members Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson (CEDA). Kopperud explained offsite monitoring options with reference to the system Norman’s Electric had installed in the Farmers Elevator facilities.  Afterward, the Mayor, Council, and Thieret also met for instruction on emergency use of the tractor motor for power at the main sewer lift station.
The October 2, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:17 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with all Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: City Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson (CEDA); Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit was at a frac-silica sand conference.
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES of the September 18, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, with the FEMA final settlement amount added and a correction regarding the vote on Featherstone Farms lease motion; Overland had voted, “no”.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None.
FINANCIAL - September 30, 2012 Now Acct Balance: $232,601.30; Receipts-September: $8,519.28; Disbursed-September: $71,272.72; Projected October Claims: $33,812.62; Projected October 31, 2012 Now Acct Balance: $198,788.68+Receipts: The financials were approved on motion by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  A 50 page, duplex Scan Snap scanner was purchased at $487.50, as authorized by Overland and Schwanke due to time-consuming single page limit of the Sharp copier-scanner. Flags needed were ordered from Curt Courrier, who put one up on the CRV Hall-Office flagpole today, and will be asked to replace the military service flags as soon as possible on the bridges.  Overland is still researching meeting technology options available.
INVESTMENTS – 12 months renewals at Rushford State Bank were approved as follows on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously: Non-PFA Sewer @ $37,673.33, 10-03-12; Gen Fund @ $13,609.38, 10-04-12, two @ $15,190.76 and one @ $9,974.61, 10-07-12.   
The Council by consensus, agreed to keep the Council rates the same as last changed in 2009.  Such rates can only be changed prior to a local election by Council action to amend Ordinance No.9, for new rates to be effective the following January; no public hearing is required. 
Clerk Position: one application was received, six inquiries so far - Review Committee to be Schwanke, Overland, two Peterson Council members, Iverson and Graham; Schwanke and Ekern are discussing needs for future building cleaning and maintenance; a FEMA deposit from MN Homeland Security is to be confirmed.
ZONING – Jon Pettit, in the conference in Duluth today, had reported no new permits or inquiries.  Fillmore County declined to authorize the Oakwood-Sherwood Cemetery group, but an official response was not received yet.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – 2012 major projects in process: Verbal quotes were received for the Aspen Road culvert (purchased from Rushford) installation by GenX Construction for $2500, and by R&R Construction for $4700 for the County Line bridge widening (identified on Fillmore County Annual bridge inspection report). Both were approved to proceed as soon as written quotes are received for the same amount or less than the verbal quotes, on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  Magelssen Road seal-coat will likely be held until spring 2013 at the same cost.  Bike trail parking area finishing is still in process with concrete bumpers pending and possible blacktop. The City of Chatfield e-mailed CRV about an old siren available, but did not return Mayor Schwanke’s call.  The Private Service Agreement for plowing, sanding, etc., was accepted by Council consensus as scanned and revised slightly so it could be put on the CRV website.   

WATER – Well#2 Status: The Real Property Declaration was recorded and e-mailed to the Public Facilities Authority (PFA) and MN Office of Management and Budget (MMB) as required; 1st Reimbursement request ($81,060.96 pre-construction) and Labor Standards review are in process. 
Fall Flushing will be done the week of October 15-19, 2012.  Attorney Manion provided options by statute for addressing Meter tampering / fines in the Water Ordinance which would put the burden of proof on the landowner.  Johnson will refer the handheld meter reader company to Norman’s Electric to see if they would be compatible with the offsite monitoring options available.  Now meters are read only once per year and 17 were not working when read this year in April.
SEWER: Mayor Schwanke provided the latest WWT testing results which continue to fluctuate some. Poly-pigging is pending return of the company to closer to our area, e.g., Eyota.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Jack Hedin accepted the offer for Featherstone Farm’s Lease of 3 Acres for $1000, renewable annually as now, and for the half acre west of the CRV Hall-Office to be put back into grass.  Community gardening was not being considered at this time due to potential user problems. Taste of the Trail on September 22nd had Featherstone Farms with produce samples at CRV’s Community Center; attendance at a variety of businesses in Rushford was good.  
OTHER UPDATES: Tri-City: September 26th was rescheduled for October 24th, 6:30 pm, at CRV Hall-Community Center due to the Tri-City BR&E Presentation, Thursday, September 27th, at Tri-County Electric; Schwanke will attend the afternoon and evening LMC Regional Mtg at Lanesboro, October 3rd; Fall Clean-up: Saturday, October 20th, 8am-noon (to include Peterson and Rushford residents) – David Hundorf’s flatbed and two Harters 30 yd roll-offs will be confirmed; Area LMC Safety Group: October 26th in Spring Grove and December 14th at CRV Hall-Community Center, 10-noon; General Election: November 6th; Final Budget meeting with opportunity for public discussion: December 4th, 7:30 pm; Next Council Mtgs: October 16th and November 7th (Wednesday); Zoning Board: October 11th, 6:00 a.m. at CRV Office.  
Motion to Adjourn was made at 8:16 p.m., by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
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
