The January 8, 2013 Annual Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:01 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson (CEDA), and City Clerk Kristina Mart.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  MINUTES of the December 18, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.

APPOINTMENTS / DESIGNATIONS: Gordon Johnson was nominated by Overland, seconded by Petersen and appointed unanimously as Acting Mayor. Judy Graham was appointed as Acting Clerk, and Kristina Mart was appointed as Acting Treasurer on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETINGS will continue the first and third Tuesday of the Month at 7:00pm; Special Meetings will be posted and/or published, including adjustments for Holidays; the next Annual Meeting will be Tuesday, January 7, 2014, on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER: No new quotes were requested. The Tri- County Record was approved as the official newspaper and the ads as noted below were approved on a motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. Ads: Fillmore County Journal for area-wide subjects; community ads in Tri-County Record for special support/events to include Education, Emergency Personnel, Volunteer Recognition, Economic Development/Tourism, Shop Locally; and a cost sharing policy with Rushford at one-third and with Peterson at one-forth.
The following were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

City Attorney: Thomas Manion, Lanesboro, MN at $100/hour with a $250 maximum per meeting; Insurance Butch Johnson Agency with the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) for Property Casualty and Worker’s Compensation coverage; additionally a Clerk Bond at $50,000 thru Butch. Note: Performance Bonding is also required at $50,000 by contract for the Treasurer, Animal Control, and CEDA contract positions.

Engelson and Associates were approved on December 18th for the 2012 Audit at approximately $3,600.00. 
2013 COMMITTEES were approved as in 2012 with a few changes made; on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously as follows: Finance Committee Schwanke, Overland, Mart, and Graham; Health Officers: Schwanke, Overland, Ambulance Director, and Fire Chief; Board of Health: Dr. Peterson, MD, Dr. Gary Marcoux, DDS, and Dr. Tom Taggert, DVM; Board of Appeal and Equalization: D. Schwanke, H. Petersen; Assistant Weed Inspector: Hamilton Petersen; Data Practices Authority: Clerk, Kristina Mart; Public Access Procedures need to be developed.
2013 CONTRACTS were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously as follows: Judy Graham, Treasurer @ $500 a month; Robert Brand, Animal Control @ $375 a month. Lawn Mowing as needed for Park-City lawns by Duane Koenen at $90 to mow and trim or $30 to trim only.

ZONING BOARD: Approved on motion made by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously were Re-Appointment of Board Members Glen Kopperud and Jim Wasnalas for two year terms to 12/31/2014; (Jim Wasnalas may be moving) and to continue meetings at 6:00 a.m. at the CRV Office on the Thursday before second Council Meeting. Terms of Board members Darrell Erickson and Bruce Hovland continues to 12/31/2013.
ANNUAL BOARD OF REVIEW: is scheduled by Fillmore County Assessor at the regular Rushford Village Council meeting, April 16th, 2013. Individual Sewage Treatment Systems and Feedlot Permits continue to go through Fillmore County Inspector Mike Frauenkron.

The New Account, Investment Summary, and Report of Outstanding Indebtedness were approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.

Rushford State Bank additional collateral from Wells Fargo written to “Village of Rushford” was to be corrected to “City of Rushford Village” at Rushford State Bank.

The Video Equipment and Installation with Digicom for $7,891 and the wiring and switch work from Norman’s Electric were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 
The request for a new Laser Printer for the CRV office was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 
The Council again reviewed the Bovy water damage claim. The Council approved an additional $72 to cover their cleanup cost on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.

The Police Services Contract Agreement with the City of Rushford is in the works. Dale met with Chief Jenson, Steve Sarvi, and Chief Eide to set-up guidelines for the contract agreement.

MEMBERSHIP / SUPPORT for 2013 as in 2012 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously as follows: League of MN Cities, Mayors Association, SE MN League of Municipalities (SEMLM), MN Rural Water, MN Clerk & Finance Officers (MCFOA), So.MN Initiative Foundation (SMIF, $100), and Fillmore Family Resources ($100 if a written request is received).

RATES of PAY Bob Thieret will receive a wage increase of 5% ($19.09 to $20.04) approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously as follows: including 144 hours of vacation & 96 hours of personal time (40 hours vacation carries over to 2013). A replacement will be needed when Thieret retires in about four years. Disability Insurance since 2003 is now@$216.00/yr; and will also include Kristina Mart. Health Insurance; renews in March. Pay Equity Report is due at the end of February. 

The Sand – Salt mix is available for pick-up only and limited to one-two pails only. Those who wish to use the new Video Equipment in the CCtr with their rental will have to pay additional fees of $15.00 for the use of the equipment and an additional deposit charge of $25.00; reviewed by the Council and approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. The Clerk will go over the instructions on how to use the overhead projector equipment and give the parties the key for the use of this equipment. 
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Done until spring.

WATER ISSUES – WELL #2 is operational, the well pump is in the hole. The well house is being finished up with chemical treatments, pumping out the lines and sending the samples to the state. Traut Well Co. has finished abandoning and sealing the test well. The WN Mechanical second payment of $20,669; Norman’s Electric first payment of $13,330 & change order for additional extension was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

As a result of the December Mock OSHA Safety Inspection, Dale recommended that we store paint cans, spray cans, etc. in a fire proof cabinet as well as looking at getting the diesel fuel tank a containment device that will meet current safety regulations. Bob has received price quotes of approximately   $1,000 for a containment device for the Tank. 

SEWER:  New Waste Water Treatment test results were received from Davy Laboratories, and Mayor Schwanke concluded they looked good. The Council did not receive a copy of the new results but will receive a copy at the next Council meeting.  

ZONING: Discussion was held about replacing Wasnalas if he moves; the Council would like to ask Joyce Iverson to stay on board and work with the Zoning Board for awhile. Zoning Board meetings will stay the same as last year, the Thursday before the second Council meeting.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Cost share for Tri-Cities BR&E survey mailings @ 25% cost to CRV, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN UPDATE: We need to bring citizens from the CRV community to join the Comprehensive Plan Update Committee. The Council was instructed to bring in some names of those who could serve on this committee. The Comp Plan Update is expected to be a year long process at least. We need to contact Christina Peterson with Yaggy Colby.
