MINUTES, OF SEPTEMBER 17, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
(SEPTEMBER 23, 2013 CONTINUED MEETING)

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The September 17, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson and Todd Baker. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Zoning Board Member Bruce Hovland, Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the September 3rd, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: 

FINANCIAL – The Current September Paid Claims as of September 17th is $31,120.20; Projected Final September Claims are estimated at $45,501.63; Projected September 30, 2013 NOW Account Balance is estimated at $296,819.90+Receipts.
INVESTMENTS CD Renewals at RSB- There was one CD renewal for one year at $23,993.01, which matured on 09-08-2013 and one CD Renewal for one year at $15,209.12, which matured on 09-10-2013 both CD’s were renewed for one year at .75% interest rate.
The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

Featherstone’s Bare Land Lease Renewal Agreement was discussed and the decision was made to publicize the Land Lease for open bidding this year, instead of renewing the lease with Featherstone. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to have the Bare Land Leased behind Village Hall publicized and open for bids. This publication will be publicized in the Tri-County Record and posted the week of September 23rd with all bids due to the City Clerk by 6:30 p.m. on October 1st, 2013.   

The City of Rushford Villages Fall Clean-up scheduled for Saturday, October 19th, 2013 will go on as planned. The Council would like to invite the Cities of Peterson and Rushford to participate in the Fall Clean-up.

Mayor Schwanke and Councilmember Petersen updated the Council regarding the status on the Bow Hunting Ordinance in the Village. Mayor Schwanke and Councilmember Petersen met with Conservation Officer Mitch Boyum, Rushford Police Chief Adam Eide, and Bill Pick. The group is working on the ordinance using the examples from other cities bow hunting ordinances and making a map of the areas. In addition, the Game Warden would enforce anything that applies to hunting and game regulations while trespass issues would be handled by the sheriff’s office. They are hoping to have an ordinance in place before December 2013. 
	
Technology: The iPads have been ordered and since have arrived. At this point, the City of Rushford Village is awaiting a response back from Ganicus Software to get the ball rolling.

ZONING - Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported on two new permits: Steve Brown to build a new garage and a permit from Ruth Loomis for building a garage as well.                                                                                                                      Mr. Pettit received one inquiry regarding the O’Hara 17 acres off Highway 43. Mr. Pettit concluded that there is a buildable site; however, it needs a driveway access that will need the approval from the Department of Transportation. 
The Council reviewed the proposed Planning and Zoning Commission Ordinance for the City of Rushford Village. The Council concluded that the name of the current Zoning Board would be changed to Planning and Zoning Commission, which would include the description for the Zoning Administrator. The Council will review the proposed document including the Zoning Administrators current description at the next Council Meeting in October.

Amended Animal Control Ordinance Number 1 and Ordinance Number 5 Subsection 1514.02: 
At 7:30 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. The amended City of Rushford Village Ordinance #1 Animal Control Ordinance Regulating the Keeping of Dogs, Other Domestic Animals, and Non-Domestic Animals.             Discussion included changes to the proposed said ordinance to better clarify which sections apply to zoning areas R1-R2. There also was a discussion regarding the regulations of some non-domestic animals.                             
The amended City of Rushford Village Ordinance #5; Subsection 1514.02 an ordinance pertaining to Fences. Discussion included the changes to the proposed section to remove the “on or” out of the sentence and remove the “after discussion with the abutting property owner.  The Council received no further input from the residents; none attended this Public Hearing.                                                        
At 8:25 p.m., the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. After further discussion, the Council and Zoning Board agreed to make the necessary clarifications. The Zoning Board recommends to the Council to adopt the amended Ordinance #1 with the changes. After hearing, the proposed amended Animal Control Ordinance #1 and recommendations from the Zoning Board the Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen to modify and accept as presented; motion was carried with Overland voting no.                          
The proposed Ordinance #5, Subsection 1514.02 was discussed and the Council and Zoning Board agreed to reconstruct the wording and add more specific items to this ordinance. Attorney Manion will provide additional items that Council and Zoning may want to include in this ordinance. This discussion was tabled until the next meeting on October 1st on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

WATER / SEWER -  The Council discussed water run-off issues and came to the conclusion with legal guidance from Attorney Manion that this issue is a private matter, which the village has no authority  in this matter. The County issues drainage permits and enforces them as well. Attorney Manion will send the documentation pertaining to private owners and common law rules for Mayor Schwanke to pass on to the landowners in question. In addition, the Council discussed water issues from Brown’s and Farmers Elevator. There are some concerns pertaining to storm water permits and putting fill in on a flood plain. The Council agreed the best thing to do at this point is to contact the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and see what their interpretation is regarding storm water permits.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – The Goodrich Street drainage project is underway. The landowners are going to purchase their own supplies and Public Works / Maintenance Director Bob Thieret will help put in the culverts for the drainage. Furthermore, the Meadow Ave drainage issues can be resolved if culverts are put in all the way down the street. Brian Malm recommended to Public Works / Maintenance Director Bob Thieret that this would be the best solution. The estimated cost is $3,000-$5,000. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to have Public Works / Maintenance Director Bob Thieret go ahead and purchase the materials to complete this project. 
In addition, Bob Theiret, Mayor Schwanke, and Councilmember Johnson met with Norby Tree Service to check on their progress. Norby’s has a three-man crew that will be coming with the chipper to clean-up. Norby is now charging the City of Rushford Village $125.00 an hour for the tractor & brush cutter instead of the proposed amount. At this time, the Council agreed to keep using Norby Tree Service.
Mayor Schwanke conveyed to the Council the estimate received from W. John Peterson Construction regarding Cooperative Way parking pad. At this time, the Council agreed to spread extra gravel on the pad and let it settle over the winter and then consider hard surfacing this area next year.

[bookmark: _GoBack]At 7:00 p.m., Mayor Schwanke, all CRV Councilmembers, and Clerk Mart attended the Rushford Fire Department Mill Rate Meeting, which was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Fire Hall. Financial reports were provided along with the RFD Mill Rate projections, and projected replacement cost of mill rate equipment. On motion the mill rate again for 2014 and 2015 will be .016 of tax capacity on a two-year contract, which for CRV means a projected payment of $15,469.36 for 2014 & 2015. A meeting will take place sometime in August or September 2014 and at that time, we will review the mill rate finances. The business meeting of the Mill Rate Board adjourned on motion at 7:14 p.m., with the Councils motion by Johnson, seconded Petersen and carried unanimously to adjourn the continued meeting at 7:15 p.m.
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
