MINUTES, OF NOVEMBER 19, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING INCLUDING THE PUBLIC HEARINGS FOR ORDINANCE NO. 5 PLANNING-ZONING COMMISSION, 2013 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, AND ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE NO. 1 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The November 19, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Community Center with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson and Todd Baker. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Zoning Board Member Glen Kopperud, Zoning Board Member Joyce Iverson, Attorney Thomas Manion, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 
Absent: Treasurer Judy Graham

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the November 5th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Resident from South Rushford, Arden Fitzgerald to observe, and Christina Peterson from Yaggy Colby 

A resident of South Rushford was present before the Council with concerns regarding the Village’s Animal Control procedures. The resident was very upset that the Village did not contact them first, regarding the formal complaint made against their two dogs and cat, before the city proceeded with a complaint letter from City Attorney Thomas Manion. Mayor Schwanke and the Council conveyed to the resident that the City of Rushford Village has a procedure they follow, and that process is to have the City Attorney send a letter to the owner of the animals, when a complaint is made. The same process is followed for all complaints the City of Rushford Village receives, therefore, everyone is treated the same. In addition, the resident demanded that the Council give them the name of the person that made the complaint against them. The Council expressed to the resident that the name of the complainant is confidential information and the city cannot release that information to them. Furthermore, Mayor Schwanke expressed to the resident that the City of Rushford Village has had numerous dog issues in South Rushford. Some of the neighbors in that area have confronted the owners themselves previously, but they have not received any good outcomes. Therefore, the City of Rushford Village Council is looking at passing the updated proposed Animal Control Ordinance at tonight’s Council Meeting.

The Financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
	
Technology: The meeting with Granicus and the software training is on hold for now, until everyone is back.
 
ZONING - Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator had nothing new to report.

ROAD/BRIDGES – Mayor Schwanke and Public Works-Maintenance Director Bob Thieret have elected to purchase the used skid loader from the City of Rushford, the other one from Wisconsin was already sold. The City of Rushford Village will be purchasing the skid loader after the first of the year, for $14,500.00. This will save the City of Rushford Village from paying the sales tax on the purchase. Furthermore, Bob Thieret is looking for a trailer to purchase for the skid loader, which the Village may need to wait until after the first of the year to make this purchase as well. In addition, Bob put a new conveyor on the sander and has received most of the winters salt and sand. In addition, the rock shed still needs the roof put on it, Bob was waiting for additional materials to arrive and the contractor to come back to complete it. Also, Bob was following up on the work that needed to be completed near the park in South Rushford, but at this time it will need to be completed in the spring.

Amended Ordinance Number 5, Subsection 302, including Subsections 1700-1705 and Ordinance Number 5, Section 1704, Establishing the Planning and Zoning Commission: 
At 7:30 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. The amended City of Rushford Village Ordinance No. 5, Subsection 302. Definitions and Subsections 1700-1705 Establishing and Fixing the Duties of A City Planning and Zoning Commission within the City of Rushford Village, Replacing Existing Subsection 1704 of this Zoning and Land Use Ordinance, Ordinance No. 5; and Amending Sections 1701, 1702, and 1703 of this Ordinance.
The Council reviewed the proposed amended Ordinance number 5 including the above subsections and Resolutions for Zoning Ordinance number 5, also included in the Resolution Ordinance Number 5 is Subsection 1514 which is the Fence Ordinance. There was no further input received from the public. Therefore, at 8:06 p.m., this Public Hearing portion was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. City Attorney Manion commented on the above Amended Ordinance and believes that it accomplishes what the City of Rushford Village needed to establish. The Zoning Board recommendation to the Council is to adopt the Ordinance as amended this evening. After reviewing the proposed amended Ordinance Number 5 and recommendations the Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker to the amended Section 1700. Administration and Enforcement, together with amending applicable definitions in Ordinance Number 5, Subsection 302, and Subsection 1514, and Summary Resolution 2013-11-19.01 and 2013-11-19.02. Motion was carried unanimously.

Adopt and Amend the Proposed 2013 Comprehensive Plan for the City of Rushford Village, Minnesota: 
At 8:10 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
The Council along with Christina Peterson of Yaggy Colby reviewed the proposed amended 2013 Comprehensive Plan. After reviewing the plan, there were a couple of items that needed to be corrected. There was no further discussion or questions from the public. Therefore, at 8:55 p.m., this Public Hearing portion was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. City Attorney Manion commented on the proposed Amended Comprehensive Plan, he believes that the plan has good parameters and seems to fit the City of Rushford Villages goals.
The Planning and Zoning Commission recommends the Council to adopt the amended Comprehensive Plan. After reviewing the proposed amended Comprehensive Plan and recommendations, the Council on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously to approve the plan and adopt the Resolution at the next Council Meeting, after some of the language is cleaned-up. 

Amended Animal Control Ordinance Number 1, including Chicken Ordinance Number 1A:
At 9:00 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. The Council reviewed the proposed amended Animal Control Ordinance number 1 including Dangerous Animal Regulations, and regulations for the Keeping of Chickens originally Ordinance 1A. There was no further questions received from the public for discussion. Therefore, at 9:22 p.m., this Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Baker, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. The Council reviewed and discussed the Animal Control Ordinance Number 1 and approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen to approve the Amended Animal Control Ordinance. In addition, the Council approved the Summary Resolution 2013-11-19.03 for the Animal Control Ordinance on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson; motion was carried with Overland voting no.
