MINUTES, OF DECEMBER 3, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
INCLUDING 2014 FINAL LEVY AND BUDGET MEETING

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The November 19, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, and Gordon Johnson. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Council members: Dennis Overland, and Todd Baker. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the November 19th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented including the necessary corrections on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Jan Smaby & Allan Lipowitz
Jan Smaby and Allan Lipowitz were present before the Council with their plans to petition for annexation into the City of Rushford Village. They believe that their property should be in the City of Rushford Village, as they receive no city services from Peterson in regards to infrastructure and their roads are already maintained by the City of Rushford Village. The Council discussed the plans and agreed it seems like a good fit; however, both cities need to agree on this detachment. The City of Peterson will need to review this request before the City of Rushford Village makes any further comments. They wanted to give the City of Rushford Village Council and Planning/Zoning Board time to review their plans.

FINANCIAL – The November 30, 2013 Now Account Balance per Bank: $266,668.79; the Receipts per Bank for November: $12,719.89; Disbursed per Bank: $32,400.71; Projected December 2013 Claims: $30,832.30; With a Projected December 31, 2013 Now Account Balance Estimated at $235,836.49 + Receipts.

INVESTMENTS CD Renewals at RSB- No renewals to report at this time.

The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
	
PLANNING / ZONING - Jon Pettit, Planning / Zoning Administrator reported on one new permit from Brian Moran for the installation of new doors, flooring, and the removal of some walls.

Approve Comprehensive Plan and Adopt Resolution: The Council postponed approving and adopting the Comprehensive Plan until the next Council Meeting on December 17th; the historical wording needed further updating before the final is complete.

7:30 p.m. – 2014 Levy and Budget Meeting: The Council reviewed the proposed Final 2014 Levy and Budget, on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen to make a $10,000 reduction to the proposed 2014 Budget and set the Final Levy at $350,000 for 2014. In addition, no Rushford Village residents were in attendance at the meeting.

WATER / SEWER – The Council reviewed the City of Rushford Villages sewer lab results, which still reflect low flow. The high flow from some days in the fall will need to be resolved, so the Village is not sending water to the sewer plant      that doesn’t need to be treated.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT – The Village was asked to share the costs for a 1/6 of a page ad in the Explore Southern Minnesota Magazine, with the cities of Peterson and Rushford. The City of Rushford Villages portion would cost $236.34. The Council discussed the request, and decided not to participate, as they have already committed to advertising in the Visitor’s Guide; however, the Council opted to put information about Rushford Village in the Explore Southern Minnesota Magazine at no cost instead.
