MINUTES, OF DECEMBER 17, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The December 17, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Todd Baker, Hamilton Petersen, and Gordon Johnson. Also, present: Planning/Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Council member: Dennis Overland 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the December 3rd, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented including the necessary corrections on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:

INVESTMENTS CD Renewals at RSB- Two Equipment Fund CD Renewals, one for $15,150.57 and one for $11,864.41; One Sewer Fund CD Renewal for $5,050.19, One Water Fund CD Renewal for $20,200.76, One Office Technology CD Renewal for $20,200.76, One Major Roads CD Renewal for $75,752.81, and One Building Investment Fund CD Renewal for $111,104.12, which all mature on 12/19/2013.
The Financials & Investments were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

Treasurer Judy Graham reviewed the Financials and the 2013-2014 Investments with the Council. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to authorize Graham to purchase four CD’s from Rushford State Bank: One for $50,000 from the General Fund for Road Construction, one for $25,000 from the General Fund for Bridges, one for $25,000 from the General Fund for Road and Bridge Equipment, and one for $1,000 from the Sewer Fund Restricted PFA Fund. In addition, Graham will sell two CD’s from the General Fund in the amounts of $5,000 for the overspent mowing equipment and $10,000 for the overspent professional road services.  
 
The Certified Final Unpaid Bills to the Fillmore County Auditor	is estimated at $3,589.64, minus any payments received until December 19th which is approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

The 2013 Audit is scheduled for Tuesday, January 21st and Wednesday, January 22nd. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to use Engelson and Associates, for the 2013 Audit. 

The Council reviewed the 2013 and 2014 Goals for the City of Rushford Village. After further discussion, the Council added some additional 2014 Goals. In addition, the Council discussed the January 2014 Quarterly Newsletter which will include the Summary Budget, Snowplowing Policy, and the 2014 Goals for the City of Rushford Village.

PLANNING / ZONING - Jon Pettit, Planning/Zoning Administrator had no new permits to report. 
The Council approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously to have Clerk Mart send a letter to a resident who is in violation of an Ordinance. Furthermore, Clerk Mart will send the letter including a copy of Ordinance No. 5, Subsection 1518 regarding Open Storage. In addition, the letter will also state that if the resident disagrees with the letter they are more than welcome to attend a Planning/Zoning Meeting and/or Council Meeting.
The Council asked that Clerk Mart contact Darrell Erickson before planning a Retirement Open House to recognize his commitment and services as a Zoning Board member for the past several years. In addition, the Council appointed Maynard Thompson to the Planning/Zoning Board replacing Darrell Erickson starting January 2014 approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
 
Approve Comprehensive Plan and Adopt Resolution: The Council reviewed the final Comprehensive Plan and approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to accept the Final Comp Plan as Amended. In addition, the Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to approve the Resolution #2013-12-17.01 as the Summary Publication. Mayor Schwanke will be sending a Thank You Letter to those who were involved in developing this updated Comp Plan for the City of Rushford Village. 
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – Mayor Schwanke conveyed to the Council that he had received an email from Glen Kopperud regarding two street lights that were out near the Bridge on Hwy. 43. Normans Electric could replace all of the street lights in this area or they could replace the two that are out. After discussion, the Council agreed to replace the two street lights that are out instead of all of them.
The Council reviewed the Pavement Management Plan schedule provided by Bolton and Menk. If all goes well, the final plan could be completed by March 4th.

WATER / SEWER – The Well No. 2 Project is complete and everyone has been paid. 
The Council reviewed the City of Rushford Villages sewer lab results, which still reflect low flow. 

OTHER UPDATES / MEETINGS: Annual Meeting January 7th, 2014 & Regular Mtg. January 21st, 2014; Zoning: January 16th, 6am, CRV Office. 

A motion to close the Regular Meeting was made at 9:34 p.m. by Petersen, seconded by Baker. The Regular Council Meeting was closed. A Closed Meeting was held for the Clerks Annual Performance and Salary Review. 

A motion to adjourn the Closed Meeting was made at 9:59 p.m. by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
