MINUTES, OF JANUARY 7, 2014 ANNUAL COUNCIL MEETING
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The January 7, 2014 Annual Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: Planning/Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  MINUTES of the December 17, 2013 Regular Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Concerned Rushford Village Resident  
The Council was presented with a complaint letter along with a voiced concern from a resident regarding the possibility of dangerous dogs near their home, there has been several complaints made against these same dogs. In addition, the owner has failed to obey the City of Rushford Villages previous letters. The Council discussed this complaint and directed Attorney Manion to send another letter to the owner of the offending dogs stating the next step of penalty per the CRV Animal Control Ordinance Number 1.
APPOINTMENTS / DESIGNATIONS: Gordon Johnson was nominated by Overland, seconded by Baker and appointed unanimously as Acting Mayor. Judy Graham was appointed as Acting Clerk, and Kristina Mart was appointed as Acting Treasurer on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETINGS will continue the first and third Tuesday of the Month at 7:00pm; Special Meetings will be posted and/or published, including adjustments for Holidays; the next Annual Meeting will be Tuesday, January 6, 2015, on motion by Johnson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

Associated Bank Credit Card, authorized users: Mayor Dale Schwanke, Robert Thieret, and Kristina A. Mart. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously for Clerk Mart to research and establish a new credit card vendor. 
OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER: No new quotes were requested. The Tri- County Record was approved as the official newspaper and the ads as noted below were approved on a motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. Ads: Fillmore County Journal for area-wide subjects; community ads in Tri-County Record for special support/events to include Education, Emergency Personnel, Volunteer Recognition, Economic Development/Tourism, Shop Locally; and a cost sharing policy with Rushford at one-third and with Peterson at one-forth.
2014 COMMITTEES were approved as in 2013 with a few changes made; on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously as follows: Finance Committee Dale Schwanke, Dennis Overland, Kristina Mart, and Judy Graham; Health Officers: Dale Schwanke, Dennis Overland, Ambulance Director, and Fire Chief; Board of Health: Winona Health, Dr. Gary Marcoux, DDS, and Dr. Tom Taggert, DVM; Board of Appeal and Equalization: Dale Schwanke, Hamilton Petersen, and Todd Baker; Assistant Weed Inspector: Hamilton Petersen; Data Practices Authority: Clerk, Kristina Mart; Employee Contact: Mayor Dale Schwanke will work with Clerk Mart, Bob Thieret, and other employees as well as the Planning/Zoning Commission. Individual Sewage Treatment Systems and Feedlot Permits continue to go through Fillmore County Inspector Mike Frauenkron.
2014 CONTRACTS were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously as follows: Insurance Butch Johnson Agency with the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) for Property Casualty, Worker’s Compensation coverage, including a $50,000 Clerk and Treasurer Bond; City Attorney: Thomas Manion, Lanesboro, MN at $100/hour with a $250 maximum per meeting; City Auditor: Engelson and Associates were approved on December 17th for the 2013 Audit at approximately $3,900.00 with an additional expense for the Public Facilities Authority - GAAP Audit requirements due to the grant agreement. The Council consensus is to acquire proposals for the 2014 Audit. In addition, Rushford Village will need to acquire Trash bids, as the Harter’s contract will be ending in the spring.
2014 CONTRACTS were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously as follows: Robert Brand, Animal Control at $375 a quarter. Lawn Mowing as needed for Park-City lawns by Duane Koenen at $100 to mow and trim or $30 to trim only. 
PLANNING / ZONING: Approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously as follows: Appoint Commission Member Maynard Thompson for two year term to 12/31/2015; Re-Appointment of Commission Member Bruce Hovland for two year term to 12/31/2015; continue meetings at 6:00 a.m. at the CRV Office on the Thursday before second Council Meeting. Terms of Board members Glen Kopperud and Joyce Iverson continues to 12/31/2014.
The Council reviewed and approved the proposed 2014 Zoning and Permit Fees.
ANNUAL BOARD OF REVIEW: is scheduled by Fillmore County Assessor at the regular Rushford Village Council meeting, April 15th, 2014.

MEMBERSHIP / SUPPORT for 2014 as in 2013 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously as follows: League of MN Cities, Mayors Association, SE MN League of Municipalities (SEMLM), MN Rural Water, MN Clerk & Finance Officers (MCFOA), So.MN Initiative Foundation (SMIF, $100).

RATES of PAY Bob Thieret will receive a wage increase of 3% ($20.04 to $20.64) approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously as follows: including 144 hours of vacation & 96 hours of personal time (40 hours vacation carries over to 2014). Disability Insurance is now at $216.00/year; Health Insurance renews in March. In addition, Councilmen Overland will research a savings plan for employees; Pay Equity Report is due at the end of February. Furthermore, the Council reviewed the additional pay rates for 2014, which will be the same as 2013 approved on motion by Peterson, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Public Works/Maintenance Director Robert Thieret will be viewing a local Trail King Trailer to purchase.

SEWER: Council consensus to review sewer fees, but first the Council needs to review the Village’s Capital Improvement Plan, again with Mike Bubany. In addition, the Council reviewed the City of Rushford Villages sewer lab results, which still reflect low flow. 
GOALS: The Council reviewed the 2014 Goals and with Council consensus Clerk Mart will get bids for new coated/paint flooring for the Community Center. In addition, the City Council would like to setup a meeting with the City of Rushford to review the Sewer Contract and to determine swimming pool rates.
MEETING TECHNOLOGY UPDATE: Councilmen Overland spoke to our new Granicus Software Account Manager, but has not heard anything further.

Goodrich Street Easement: Yvonne McElmury and her husband John Borman signed a Resolution for Public Road and Utility Easement on Mrs. McElmury’s property on Goodrich Street in South Rushford. Exhibit A includes the survey from Roger Brand stating that the easement has a 66 foot width including utilities, the Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
