MINUTES, OF MARCH 4, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The March 4, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Gordon Johnson. Absent: Todd Baker.
Also, present: Planning/Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and Clerk Kristina Mart.  

AGENDA was approved as presented including adding an additional item under the water heading for Jerry Kopperud and FEMA – Flood Insurance on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the February 11th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting and February 25th, 2014 Continued Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Matt Harter, Gary Harter and Jeff Holmquist from Harter’s Trash

FINANCIAL – The February 28, 2014 Now Account Balanced with the Bank in the amount of $259,199.80; Receipts-per Bank at $9,295.37 and Disbursed-per Bank at $38,249.03. The projected March Claims is at $32,425.46; with a March 31, 2014 Now Account Balance estimated at $226,774.34 plus Receipts.
						
The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

Harter’s Trash Bid – Matt Harter conveyed to the Council that the new trash bid rates are correct and were set at a competitive rate. In addition, Matt Harter reviewed the previous spring and fall cleanup charges and then provided the Council with the new charges in the amount of $935.00 per clean-up, which was not included in the new original quote/bid. Harter’s Trash Services Owner Gary Harter was also present and conveyed to the Council that the route driving time and their driver’s long hours drives the costs up. The Council discussed several other options that may help Harters and the City of Rushford Village to drive the costs down. Mayor Schwanke requested a one or three year contract instead of a five year, this will give the Village time to get a plan in place and make changes to the contract sooner. After further discussion, the Council accepted the Harter’s Trash Bid approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. Owner Gary Harter agreed to meet again later to discuss other options when the City of Rushford Village has a plan, which at that time both parties can make changes to the contract.  

OTHER BUSINESS – 
- Donation Request from Rushford-Peterson Community Education Summer Rec Program. The Council discussed and approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to donate $500.00 again this year to the program. The Council would like to meet with Community Education next year to review the program and the fees.
- Arts and Academics Ad Request 4x6.5 for $99.00 including the CRV Volunteer Ad for $96.43 approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.
-SkillPath Seminar for the Clerk $199.00 for one day or Minnesota Municipal Clerks Institute $410.00 for one week of training. The Council discussed the two options and agreed that the Minnesota Municipal Clerks Institute would better benefit the Clerk and the City approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
- Meeting Technology Update: The new Gmail accounts are complete and the Agenda can be downloaded into Granicus. 

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – The Council reviewed a third option for the Street Reconstruction Plan which included County Line Road, however; with the culvert and safety issues that need to be addressed the Council opted to defer adding County Line Road. Additionally the Village will take into consideration dust control and explore options for dust control. After further discussion the Council agreed to pursue Option #2 as it was originally agreed upon at the last Council Meeting approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. In addition, the Street Reconstruction Resolution #2014-03-04 was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
Road Rock Bids – The 2014 Road Rock Bids will be published in the Tri-County Record. The bids received will be opened at a Council Meeting in April. 

WATER / SEWER – The Council discussed the water rate increase, which would become effective for the April 1st billing. The Council suggested that the Village contact Mike Bubany in regards to the numbers used to find the increases to the utility rates and reserves, the Council will follow-up on the water rate increase at their next Council Meeting.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Schwanke had received an inquiry from Jerry Kopperud regarding FEMA Flood Plains and flood loans for homes located in South Rushford. Mr. Kopperud would like the City of Rushford Village to certify that his property met applicable building & zoning codes and regulations at the time of his permit. The City of Rushford Village cannot take him out of the flood plain, but  his registered surveyor will provide information to try to accomplish this.



PLANNING / ZONING - Jon Pettit, Planning/Zoning Administrator had no new permits or inquiries to report. 
The Planning / Zoning Commission urge the Council to discuss the potential hazards of pits and ponds of water in Rushford Village. The Annual Conditional Use Permits could require an additional condition requiring fencing around such pits and ponds of water. Attorney Manion will check with the League of Minnesota Cities for comparable language for fencing around potentially attractive nuisances and provide a proposed ordinance as such. 

Annex Issue: City of Peterson and Rushford Village Meeting Update – Mayor Wood will pass the information regarding the detachment issue to her Council in March. The City of Rushford Village would like to keep this issue on a local level and reach an agreement in a reasonable amount of time. 

OTHER UPDATES / MEETINGS: Street Reconstruction Public Hearing, April 1st, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Hall and the Board of Appeals and Equalization Meeting, April 15th, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers.

A motion to adjourn was made at 8:56 p.m. by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
