MINUTES, OF JUNE 17, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The June 17th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; and Treasurer Judy Graham. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]AGENDA was approved as presented including the addition to appoint a Vice Mayor on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the June 3rd, 2014 Regular Council Meetings were approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: 7:30 Mike Hammell of Hammell Equipment

FINANCIALS – Projected Final June Claims were estimated at $23,341.52; with a projected June 30, 2014 NOW Account Balance estimated at $301,883.00 plus receipts. The NOW Account Balance includes an estimated $175,000 for the first half property taxes that City of Rushford Village will receive in June. 
The Financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 
CEDA Contract: The Council reviewed a new contract for professional services on a case by case basis from Community and Economic Development Association (CEDA). The Contract was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
Technology Update: Councilman Dennis Overland is in the process of formulating a Policy for the iPads. The iPads will be the property of the Village along with the CRV Gmail accounts until the user is no longer with the Village, then at that time, the user will keep his or her iPad, but will lose their CRV Gmail account. Councilman Overland may have this Policy available for review at next Council Meeting.
Severson LP 2014 Pre-Buy Contract: The Council reviewed the new LP price per gallon which is now at $1.829 for a deposit of 0.25 per gallon. The Council had heard several other prices from other sources. The Council would like to check into this and get a lower price if possible before making a motion to accept. 
Chiglo Turnaround: The City of Rushford Village has ask Mrs. Chiglo on Plummer Street to donate some land to the Village for the snowplow to turn around. Attorney Manion needs a better property description to send to Attorney Chiglo to complete the process.
Appoint Vice Mayor: The Council Appointed Dennis Overland as Vice Mayor, on motion by Petersen seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received the following permits: Dennis Peterson – re-roofing; Todd Bram – fence and replace garage windows; Marlene Schueler – new garage; Tony Betthauser – 40x28 garage. Mr. Pettit had an inquiry from Mr. Simonson regarding a fence on Hayes Street. His lot has some size issues, both of his neighbors have had their property surveyed, but the Simonson property is a different size variation then the neighbors. Pettit suggested to Mr. Simonson to discuss this issue with his neighbor. In addition, Bob Brand inquired about his four properties and what he may do with them.  

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: New Tractor Quotes – The Council reviewed several quotes for a new tractor and mower. After discussion the Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to purchase a McCormick 50.40 tractor for $25,900 from Hammell Equipment which includes trading the Village’s 2007 McCormick CX75 Tractor. In addition, the Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to purchase a Vermeer M5040 mower for $6,000 from Hammell Equipment which includes trading the Village’s Idea Disc Mower as well. Mike Hammell from Hammell Equipment was present before the Council to answer any questions in regards to equipment. Mr. Hammell suggested to the Council that trading in equipment every two years utilizing the product warranty is the best value and if he knows when an item is due to be replaced he may presell an item for the Village prior to the new purchase. The Council suggested that the City set-up a list of equipment purchases on a two or three year schedule, so the Village can utilize any cost saving benefits for new equipment in the future. 

The Council discussed the estimated $100,000 Tuff Bridge project and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to proceed with the project. Treasurer Graham will contact Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk to move forward with this project. 

WATER/SEWER: Public Works Supervisor Bob Thieret emptied and cleaned the water tank, possible seam delaminated. Engineering America will fix the tank on Wednesday. The tank repair costs are estimated at $3,540 for the repairs and $1,785 for anodes to be placed in tank. The Council approved the repair costs on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

KIOSK SHELTER MATERIAL: The cost to build a Kiosk Shelter to house the new Rushford Village Trail Sign is $647.96 plus the cost of cement. The shelter will be placed on the south side of the trail. The shelter will have benches on each end and will be handicap accessible according to the DNR and their specifications. The location is 30-50 feet to the east of Cooperative Way.
