MINUTES, OF JULY 15, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The July 15th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 
Absent: Councilman Todd Baker, Councilman Dennis Overland and City Attorney Thomas Manion. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the July 1st, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final July Claims are $ 58,664.24; with a projected July 31, 2014 NOW Acct Balance estimated at $ 287,658.49  + Receipts;  
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB:  One PFA CD Renewal for $ 4,126.14, which matures on 07-17-2014 

The Financials were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:  
Granicus / IPad Permission - the Council discussed the Granicus iLegislate users’ permission. The Granicus permissions at this time does not allow the Planning / Zoning Commission read access to the Council Meeting documents and vice versa. The Council tabled the issue until the next Council Meeting. 
City of Rushford Village Municipal Advisor Contract - The Council reviewed the contract that was received from Mike Bubany of David Drown and Associates. After further review the Council agreed and approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to allow Mike Bubany to continue to work with the City of Rushford Village as a Municipal Advisor, if the Village needs his services now or in the future.
Truck Bid Recommendations – Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor Thieret reviewed all the equipment and truck bids and suggested that if the Council don’t accept the Freightliner bid then all bids should be rejected and re-bid. The Council re-evaluated the need for a new truck and snow-plow equipment at this time, and concluded that the present truck and snow-plow equipment have more use life left, therefore they agreed and approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to reject all the equipment and truck bids at this time and re-evaluate and possibly re-bid in a couple of years.  

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported that he has received inquiries regarding fencing from Simonson and Bovy. In addition, Mr. Pettit received permit applications from Lee Lerch for a retaining wall; Brian Moran, Bryce Courrier, and Mandy Fenske for their re-roofing projects.  
Mr. Pettit also reported on the Region Five FEMA Flood Risk Management Meeting he attended in Lanesboro last week. At the meeting the group discussed available flood money along with additional funding for roads, bridge, and basement flooding as well as ponding issues. All the information will be available soon on a flash drive for each city to keep. In addition, Mr. Pettit conveyed to the Council that the updated FEMA Flood Maps should be available before the end of the year. The Council suggested adding the final FEMA Flood Map to the Council Meeting Agenda in October for review and discussion.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor Bob Thieret reported to the Council that winter rock will soon be delivered and Public Works Department had purchased extra culverts and a thumb for the backhoe. In addition, Mayor Johnson asked that the new sign be installed as soon as possible.

WATER/SEWER – The Council reviewed the recommendations received from American Engineering for the future water tower repairs that they believe should be completed within the next five years. The Council discussed a possible underground cement tank instead of the current water tank. The Council concluded and will re-evaluate the repairs when the time comes.
Thieret also reported that the pump behind Brown’s Tire was replaced because the circuit board was fried and the lift station wear ring needs to be replaced again.

CRV WEED INSPECTIONS / PROCEDURES – The Assistant Weed Inspector drove by a property after receiving a complaint from the abutting land owner in regards to noxious weeds in their neighbors pasture. The Council approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to send a letter to the land owners addressing the noxious weeds issue and give them a number of days to comply. If they do not comply by the date given then the City of Rushford Village will take care of the noxious weeds at the land owner’s expense.

The Council met at the Tri-Cities Meeting with the City of Rushford, Peterson, and Rushford Peterson School District 239 to discuss the Rushford-Petersen School Initiative Referendum presented by Mike Bubany of David Drown and Associates. Mr. Bubany provided the Subcommittee and Council with the new school referendum numbers and provided the outlook trends and future projections that would affect the tax payers after the state provides a debt equalization aid. The group also reviewed each cities strengths and weaknesses and where the numbers put each city on the bases of the inflation and averages. Mr. Ehler and others in the Rushford-Peterson School District plan to give all tax payers and City Councils, current and accurate information for the new school referendum that is on the ballot for the November 4th Elections.
