MINUTES, OF AUGUST 5, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The August 5th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Todd Baker and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the July 15th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting and July 30th, Continued Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The July 31, 2014 Now Acct. Balance per Bank was at $_280,373.84. The July Receipts-per Bank were $ 34,200.92 and the July Disbursements per Bank were $ 100,149.81. The Projected Preliminary August Claims are at $ 26,532.16 with an August 31, 2014 Now Acct Balance estimated at $_253,841.68 + Receipts:          

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB:  Two MIF Revolving Flood CD Renewals both in the amount of $ 51,069.25 each, which matures on 08-09-2014 

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:  
Granicus / IPad Permission - The Council discussed the Granicus iLegislate users’ permission that was tabled from the previous Council Meeting. The Council agreed to allow the Planning / Zoning Commission read access to the Meeting Minutes after they have been approved by the Council, as well as after the Planning / Zoning Commission approve their minutes, then they may be accessed by the Council. 
Employee Reimbursements/Credit Cards - The Council discussed employee reimbursements and credit cards. City Attorney Manion advised the Council that the Village needs policies for employee reimbursements, credit cards, and for employees purchasing City items. Attorney Manion will work on a policy for purchases/reimbursements. Mayor Johnson suggested that the Village look at getting fuel cards for the public works department in the near future. In addition, the Council agreed that city items should not be sold to city employees. To conclude, the Council will review the proposed policies at the next Council Meeting. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported that he received permit applications from Jon Hatleli, Bryce Courrier, Paul Sorum, and Paul Kiger all for re-roofs. In addition, he received a permit application from Danny Hungerholt for a handicap assessable home, and a permit was received from Brad and Connie Welch to place a modular home on Floyd Dunn’s property. To continue, Mr. Pettit wrote a permit to Vern Bunke for property access contingent upon Minnesota Department of Transportation specifications and approval. Mr. Bunke owns land between the Oakwood/Sherwood Cemetery and the Prinsen property. 
To conclude, Mr. Pettit updated the Council on the Farmers’ Cooperative Elevators new driveway access. Mr. Pettit has been in contact with Greg Bolt of Farmers Elevator. Mr. Bolt is waiting for the permit to come back from the state. Mr. Pettit wrote the permit to Farmers Elevator almost a year ago. The City of Rushford Village Permit Applications are good for one year, then at the time they would need to be renewed and fees would need to be paid again. Therefore. Mr. Pettit questioned City Attorney Manion regarding this issue. Attorney Manion advised that Rushford Village could modify the permit term depending upon the approval from the State. 

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Council reviewed Change Order No. 1 from Dunn Blacktop in the amount of $80, 227.30 which now includes Oak View Loop. The Council approved the Change Order No. 1 on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
Mayor Johnson conveyed to the council that Public Works Supervisor Bob Thieret met with the people from the Minnesota Association of Soil and Water Conservation District last week at Tuff Bridge. Mr. Thieret conveyed to the MASWCD that he would like to straighten the road and move it further north. In addition, the MASWCD will be taking soil borings to determine if the bridge is in a wetland in order to get a permit. 
In addition, Bob was concerned that the culverts are the same volume as the ones placed in there now. Bob will be in contact with Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk to address his concerns with the volume of the culverts.   
To conclude, Bob and Evan will be widening South Meadow and they have installed the Rushford Village Trail of Towns sign near the bike trail parking lot, facing west.

WATER/SEWER – Utility Collection / Shut-offs – The Council reviewed the City of Rushford Village’s Collection Ordinance No. 2. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]City Attorney Manion suggests that the shut-off letters include the option in which a resident can contest their utility bill by attending a Council Meeting. Treasurer Graham will add the information to the shut-off letters. The residents have a chance to pay in full before shut-off occurs or to contact the Village to make timely payment arrangements prior to the shut-off date.  

NOXIOUS WEED UPDATE: – The Assistant Weed Inspector drove by the property that was sent a letter a few weeks ago and confirmed that the noxious weeds were all mowed down.
