MINUTES, OF AUGUST 19, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The August 19th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker, and City Attorney Thomas Manion.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the August 5th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final August Claims: $ 65,586.65; with an August 31, 2014 Now Acct Balance estimated at $ 214,787.19 + Receipts:
The Financials were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

The Certified 2015 Rushford Village Local Government Aid (LGA) has decreased significantly from 2014. The Council discussed the Local Government Aid and decided on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to send a letter to the state and contest the City of Rushford Village’s certified 2015 LGA.

OTHER BUSINESS:  
Fillmore County Journal – Emergency Response Recognition Ad: The Council approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to place and ad in the Fillmore County Journal to recognize our local emergency response members at a cost of $34.00 
New Paper Shredded: The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously for the purchase of a new cross-cut paper shredder for the City office. 
Review Proposed Credit Card Policy: The Council reviewed and discussed the proposed policy put together from City Attorney Manion. After review, the Council agreed that all city credit cards would have a set limit and/or a purchase limit designated and approved by the City Council. The Credit Card Policy was tabled until Attorney Manion could update. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported that he received permit applications from Pat Volkman and Lowell Rasmussen both for re-roofs. Mr. Pettit also conveyed to the Council that Vern Bunke’s access request was approved by the state as a recreational access used for a logging road. This access road is private and is not considered a driveway, but more like a cart way. In addition, Mr. Pettit will get a copy of the State Permit.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Public Works/Maintenance Director Thieret conveyed to the Council the culvert options for the Tuff Lane Bridge Project. The Council reviewed the two options and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously that option one -16’ x 6’ option at a cost of $36,965 would be more practical and economical for this location. 
-Thieret updated the Council on his plans for retirement effective January 1st, 2015. At this point, his plans are to either retire one-hundred percent or continue working for Rushford Village on a part-time basis. Thieret will review his job description with the clerk, so the Village can advertise his replacement in early October and start the interviewing process towards the end of October – early November. This position requires candidates to have certain licenses, which will be needed for the sewer, water, and operation of certain machinery including the large truck. In addition, Thieret suggested to the Council that two fulltime people are needed during the summer months and the second person could be “as needed” during the winter months.
-Thieret requested an increase for the purchase of a Grapple, which was previously approved at $1,100. He’s asking to increase it to $1,500. The Council approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to increase the purchase of a Grapple to $1,500. 

WATER/SEWER – Thieret reported that the sewer pump has plugged up again, after several repairs.
