MINUTES, OF SEPTEMBER 16, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The September 16th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 
Absent: Councilman Todd Baker and Dennis Overland.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the September 2nd, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

The Financials were approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
                            
OTHER BUSINESS:  
2014 Fall Clean-up Dumpster Vendors: The Council reviewed the prices for several area dumpster vendors. The Council would like to offer the job to a local vendor if he can match the Red Box/Matejka vendor’s delivery and pickup charges. The decision was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 

Community Center Use Contribution for Rushford Women’s Club Meetings: The Council discussed the request and approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to provide the use of the Community Center with no fees to non-profit organizations that help the residents and other organizations within the community. 

PROPOSED 2015 BUDGET REVIEW: The Council reviewed the Proposed 2015 Budget breakdown and Property Tax Levy. After reviewing the Preliminary Budget numbers the Council suggested that an additional $25,000 in labor be disbursed to various accounts for the Public Works/Maintenance Department. 
The City of Rushford Village has seen several increases that has and will affect the City in 2015. Therefore, the Tax Levy will increase to $400,000 for 2015. 
The Final Budget and Truth/Taxation Levy Meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, December 16th, 2014 at 7:30 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers, approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. In addition, the City of Rushford Village Resolution #2014-09-16 for the Proposed Collected Property Tax Levy for 2015 was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

In addition, Mayor Johnson conveyed to the Council that Norby Tree Service will be looking at Airport and Tower Ridge Road. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported on two new permit applications. One from Paul Skalet to re-roof his home and the other from Scott Rislov to re-roof as well. Mr. Pettit also reported to the Council that the Planning/Zoning Commission has been working on amending Ordinance No. 5 Subsections 1800-2800, which the Council will review before a Public Hearing is set sometime in December or early January. In addition, Mr. Pettit followed up with City Attorney Manion regarding a letter sent to a resident last year for their Junk and Unlicensed Vehicles on their property. The residents had moved their vehicles and junk off of a neighboring property, but no other action has been taken. Attorney Manion concluded this is still a nuisance issue and he will look at the previous letter sent, and follow-up with Mr. Pettit and the Council on his findings. 
  
REVIEW PUBLIC WORKS / MAINTENANCE JOB DESCRIPTION: The Council reviewed the proposed job description and made a couple of changes as well as suggestions for more detail. The position will be published in the Fillmore County Journal, Tri-County Record, on the League of MN Cities website, and on the City of Rushford Village website during the second week in October.  

WATER / SEWER ISSUES: Thieret reported new wear ring was installed in the pump. In addition, Thieret suggested to the Council that with the new well, the City could flush hydrants only once a year instead of twice. The Council agreed that it can be done once annually.
