MINUTES, OF OCTOBER 7, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The October 7th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 
Absent: Councilman Todd Baker.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the September 16th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The September 30, 2014 Now Acct. Balance per Bank is now at $ 197,596.91. The September Receipts-per Bank $ 10,201.54. The Disbursed-September per Bank $ 50,712.62. The Projected Preliminary October Claims are $ 24,390.12 and the October 31, 2014 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $ 173,206.79 + Receipts:          

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB:  One Non PFA Sewer Fund CD Renewal in the amount of $ 38,337.67, which matured on 10-03-2014 and One General Fund CD Renewal in the amount of $13,849.37, which matured on 10-04-2014. The CD renewal rate is at .6%. Treasurer Graham will check on the RSB Checking Account Interest rate verses the rate for CD renewals. 

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
                            
OTHER BUSINESS:  
Review 2014 Fall Clean-up Fees: The Council reviewed the clean-up fees and agreed to maintain the same fees as the previous clean-ups; approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
Bare Land Lease Renewal: After Council review of the Bare Land Lease Agreement with Featherstone Farms, the lease will again be renewed until October 15, 2015. The 2014-2015 land rent will stay the same rate of $1,050.00.
Mayor’s Proclamation for MN Manufacturers Week: Mayor Johnson proclaimed the week of October 19-25, 2014 Manufacturers Week. Therefore, the City of Rushford Village is honoring our local manufacturers: Connaughty Sales, Croell Redi-Mix, and United Packaging. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported on new permit applications as follows: one permit for Danny Hungerholt’s handicap entrance to front/back of home, Howard Otis for building a machine shed, and re-roofs for Gary Ronnenberg, Joyce Iverson, and Norman’s Electric.
Mr. Pettit provided the Council with some topics that included Vern Bunke’s logging project, and a permit question for a home gift shop business, to be discussed at the next Planning and Zoning Meeting scheduled for October 16th, 2014. 

FINAL REVIEW PUBLIC WORKS / MAINTENANCE JOB DESCRIPTION TO POST: The Council reviewed the final proposed job description, and approved the description along with the employment ad to be published for the next two weeks, with a closing date of October 31st, 2014, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. This open position will be published in the Fillmore County Journal, Tri-County Record, League of MN Cities website, and on the City of Rushford Village website.   

ROAD & BRIDGE ISSUES:
Tuff Bridge Project: The Council along with Public Works Director Thieret reviewed the plans for the Tuff Bridge Project provided by the Engineering Firm Bolton and Menk. After review, the Council approved the plans on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
Dust Control Issue - Policy: A resident on County Line Road was upset that gravel was graded after pine tar was applied in front of their home. Public Works Director Thieret conveyed to the Council that the Seal Coating Contractors dumped crushed granite on the road, therefore made the road washboard, so Thieret went out and graded it. The resident did not contact the village before applying the dust control (pine tar) so this was not known. The Council agreed that the Dust Control Policy needs to be amended to state that residents need to contact City Hall and give a weeks’ notice before applying dust control, so it gives the Public Works guys some time to prepare the road. In addition, residents will no longer be reimbursed unless they contact City Hall prior to the dust control applications, therefore the City of Rushford Village will not be held reliable.
The Seal Coating Contractor Fred Krukow stated that they are willing to pay half of the cost for their negligence, but no bill has yet been received at City Hall. 
2014 Pavement Management Improvements – Contractors Estimate No. 1 and Final Payment $75,811.27: The Council agreed to table this issue, and not approve payment until the charges for the County Line Road gravel incident are billed and resolved. 

WATER / SEWER ISSUES: Thieret reported that the No. 2 Pump should now be fixed after several failed attempts, and flushable wipes may be causing problems with the lift pump.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Water Curb Stop Tampering: A home in South Rushford had their water shut-off, but someone tampered with the curb stop and turned the services back on. City Attorney Manion conveyed to the Council that this is a theft of services and he is in the process of reviewing the case and will give the Council updates as they happen. In addition, Manion stated that there can be a lean placed on the property for governmental services.
