The November 4, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 8:05 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; City Attorney Thomas Manion, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker and Treasurer Judy Graham.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS:  
Bluff Country Visitor’s Guide Ad: Peggi Redalen was present in regards to giving the village the option to run another City of Rushford Village Ad published in the Bluff Country Visitors Guide, again this year. The Visitors Guide distributes 35,000 copies within fifteen counties including Southeast Minnesota, Northeast Iowa and Southwest Wisconsin. In previous years, the City of Rushford Village was advertised in a half-page ad in the guide. Redalen suggested that the city go in a different direction this year, and update their ad. The half-page ad will cost $351.00 to place, which includes three months of free advertising on the Bluff Country website. The Council approved the ad on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. Peggi Redalen will provide the village with a draft of the updated ad before publication. 
Sewer/Water Business Hookup: The Council reviewed a request for a new sewer/water hookup for a business located in South Rushford. The building houses a couple of businesses, but only one restroom. The Council agreed that the property had one assessment, on this one building site, and one parcel of record. Since there was only one assessment, there is no need for a second assessment on this property to add a second restroom.

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported no new permits, however he did receive an inquiry from Floyd Dunn regarding the tie downs to the new modular home placed on his property. The modular home is HUD approved and the tie downs should be sufficient, however; Mr. Dunn was not satisfied with the number of tie downs on the modular home. The Council suggested that Mr. Dunn contact the place he purchased the home from, and voice his concerns.  
Mr. Pettit attended the Flood Mitigation Meeting held in Winona. He believes the biggest challenge faced by the City of Rushford Village regarding flood mitigation will be to obtain the new flood map approval. The residents and businesses that were in the flood plain on the old map, but are now out of the flood plain on the new preliminary map can obtain a Letter of Map Amendment (LOMA) or Letter of Map Replacement (LOMR). The owner of the property will also need to pay to have their property surveyed to proof their property is elevated enough to be out of the flood plain, then the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) will need to approve it. This is because the DNR makes the maps and FEMA accepts them.   
Planning/Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit has been acting as the Flood Mitigation Manager, verifying and signing the Letter of Map Amendment and Community Acknowledgement Form Requests, however; the Council suggested that the residents now find someone certified to process these forms. There are three area certified LOMA map specialist in the area located in Lacrosse, WI, Kasson, MN, and Lake City, MN.  
Update on Letter to Resident Regarding Junk/Unlicensed Vehicles on Property: City Attorney Manion will send a letter to the resident, along with a copy of the City of Rushford Village Ordinance pertaining to the junk/vehicles on property in Rushford Village. 

JOB APPLICANT INTERVIEWS – DATES & TIMES: The Council reviewed the five applicants that applied for the open Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor position. The pre-interviews/meet the Council is scheduled to take place at the next Council Meeting on Tuesday, November 18th starting at 8:00 p.m. The applicants will receive fifteen minutes each to answer and ask questions pertaining to the position. The review committee will then meet for the second round of interviews before or on December 1st, then report back to the City Council at the December 2nd Council Meeting with a wage offer and benefit package for the selected applicant.
