Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The December 2nd, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Dennis Overland at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; City Attorney Thomas Manion; City Clerk Kristina Mart and Treasurer Judy Graham. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the November 18th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The November 30, 2014 Now Acct. Balance per Bank is at $ 144,763.66. The November Receipts-per Bank are at $ 9,470.53. Disbursed for November per Bank: $ 28,774.80. The Projected Preliminary December Claims are at $ 29,825.12, with a December 31, 2014 Now Acct Balance estimated at $ 114,938.54  + Receipts:   
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB:  None to report.

The Financials were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 

REVIEW PROPOSED 2015 FINAL BUDGET: The Council reviewed the proposed Budget and agreed that the 2015 Final Levy will need to be increased this year, in order to accomplish some necessary projects. Treasurer Graham shared with the Council the amounts needed within the budget for 2015, and believes that the City of Rushford Village would be in good shape with a Final Levy set at $375,000 or $380,000. The Council will discuss the Final Budget, and will certify the 2015 General Property Tax Levy at the next Council Meeting on Tuesday, December 16th, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.  
                            
ACCEPT NEW HIRE – PUBLIC WORKS / MAINTENANCE SUPERVISOR: The five personal one-on-one interviews were completed last week. The Interview Panel deliberated and reviewed all the candidates, and chose to hire Travis Scheck as the new Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor. He holds a current CDL License among other skills and abilities that were a good fit for this position, he could start as soon as December 16th. The Council approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to accept Travis Scheck as the new Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor. 

COUNCIL REVIEW – RUSHFORD VILLAGE GENERAL ELECTION RESULTS: The November 4th, 2014 General Election results were reviewed as finalized by the Fillmore County Auditor, accepted and certified on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

NEW AUDITOR QUOTES FOR 2014 AUDIT: The Council discussed the option of obtaining new quotes for the 2014 Audit, however; the Council agreed it would be best to keep our current Auditor for our Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) Audit on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. The estimated maximum 2014 (GAAP) Audit fee is $5,900.00.

PLANNING-ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit reported on new permits for Rachel Ukkestad’s Pole Shed and Dean Stoa’s Garage that is in the process of going up. There have been some inquiries regarding the home for sale on Sherwood Street, including flood plain and insurance questions. 

ROAD AND BRIDGE UPDATES: The Big Truck is in Rochester having the lights fixed again. Brain Malm of Bolton and Menk gave Clerk Mart an update regarding the permits for the Tuff Bridge project. Mr. Malm has received the completed permits from the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources and Soil and Water Conservation Districts, however; we are still waiting on the completed permit from the Corps of Engineers. At this point, the project will not be completed until spring.
