OTHER BUSINESS: 
Fillmore County Journal Community Progress Edition Ad- The Council again this year, approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to purchase a full-color 2x3 Ad at $121.00.
Cooperative Way GO Bond Savings Application- The General Obligation Improvement Bonds 2008A for Cooperative Way are now “callable” and could be either prepaid or refinanced. Clerk Mart received an application from Mike Bubany of David Drown and Associates, giving the City of Rushford Village the opportunity to utilize a low cost loan program, such as the MICRO Loan offered via MN Rural Water Association to refinance these bonds. The Cooperative Way GO Bond 2008A would be refinanced at a much lower interest rate, saving the city some real money. The Council discussed the refinancing loan application and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously for Clerk Mart to complete the MN Rural Water Association’s Loan Application and send the information to Mike Bubany to proceed with the refinancing of the Cooperative Way General Obligation Improvement Bonds.  

2015 Tourism Advertising Contribution Request and 2015 Taste of the Trail Request – The City Council discussed the $500.00 contribution request for Rushford Peterson Valley tourism advertising and the contributions for the 2015 Trail of Towns. The Council tabled these items until the next Council Meeting held on February 3rd, when Jennifer Hengel of Rushford Peterson Valley Chamber can attend and further clarify these contribution requests approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had no new permits to report. Mr. Pettit conveyed that Planning/Zoning Commissioner Iverson is in the process of making the Final Proposed Amendments to Ordinance No. 5, for the Public Hearing scheduled for Tuesday, February 17th, 2015. In addition, a resident of Rushford Village is considered non-compliant in regards to having several junk/unlicensed/inoperable vehicles on their property, which has become a nuisance. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to have Attorney Manion send a second certified letter to the residents.
