The February 3, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker, and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilmember Chad Rasmussen; City Attorney Thomas Manion; and Treasurer Judy Graham.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the January 20, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Jennifer Hengel of Rushford Peterson Valley Chamber; Joyce Iverson, Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal

Jennifer Hengel of the Rushford Peterson Valley Chamber was present before the Council to clarify some advertising contribution requests for $500.00, dedicated to the 2015 Tourism Advertising for the Rushford Peterson Valley, and then $200.00 for the 2015 Taste of the Trail advertising request. Jennifer Hengel conveyed to the Council the need for target advertising in the area to help get the brand out there and implementing the brand through publications, business directories on all city websites, and other online resources. In addition, Jennifer stated that the signage may be an issue, but they are working with the landowners and the state. The Council approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to contribute $500.00 to the 2015 Tourism Advertising for the Rushford Peterson Valley and $200.00 for the City of Rushford Village’s shared cost of the 2015 Taste of the Trail Advertising.

2014 City Financial Statement Report for year ended December 31, 2014 is now available for public review. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to accept and approve the 2014 City Financial Statement Report.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 
REFINANCING COOPERATIVE WAY GO BONDS – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND DELIVERY OF $307,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION IMPROVEMENT REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2015A. The Council reviewed and discussed the Resolution for the purchase and issuance of $307,000 General Obligation Improvement Refunding Bonds, Series 2015A for Cooperative Way, including the sale of the previous $425,000 General Obligation Bonds, Series 2008A, dated June 3, 2008, of which $300,000 in principal is outstanding. The new Series 2015A General Obligation Bonds are purchased at a much lower interest rate than the Series 2008A, this will save the City of Rushford Village roughly $25,000 in savings on interest paid. The Council approved the above said Resolution on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
                                        
PLANNING-ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had no new permits to report. Mr. Pettit had received one inquiry from a young man regarding a cabin, other than that things have been relatively quiet. Mr. Pettit along with the Council reviewed the proposed Amendments to Zoning Ordinance No. 5. Mr. Pettit requested that the City Council allow him and Planning-Zoning Commissioner Iverson to meet with City Attorney Manion to review the final Amendments for Zoning Ordinance No. 5, before the scheduled Public Hearing on February 17th. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to have Pettit and Iverson meet with City Attorney Manion to review Zoning Ordinance No. 5.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]ROAD / BRIDGE UPDATE: Clerk Mart updated the Council on the Tuff Bridge Project, engineer Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk was still waiting for the US Army Corps of Engineers to approve the permit. However, the permit from the DNR was already accepted and approved. Brian Malm will be attending the February 17th, Council Meeting to give the Council further updates. In addition, the Council discussed purchasing reflective vests or jackets with the CRV logo for the Public Works Department. Some Council members expressed that they had heard that a few residents were happy with the conditions of our roads after bad weather.             
SEWER/WATER UPDATE: The Council reviewed the “Public Water Supplier” Wellhead Protection Plan, Part One from the Minnesota Department of Health. Wellhead Protection Manager Thieret and new Wellhead Protection Manager Scheck reviewed the plan thoroughly as well. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to accept this Wellhead Protection Plan, Part One as written.

MCFOA CLERKS ANNUAL CONFERENCE, RED WING, MACRH 17, 18, 19, & 20TH. The Council approved Clerk Mart to attend the MCFOA Conference in Red Wind, and approved the $320.00 conference fees and hotel costs at $69.00/night on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
