MINUTES, OF FEBRUARY 17, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

[bookmark: _GoBack]The February 17, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Chad Rasmussen, and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Planning-Zoning Commission members present: Joyce Iverson, Glen Kopperud, and Maynard Thompson. Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilmember Todd Baker; Planning-Zoning Commission member Bruce Hovland, and City Attorney Thomas Manion.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the February 3, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Brian Malm from the Engineering Firm Bolton and Menk; Jim Edgar of DNR Forestry Office; and Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 
ROAD CLOSURE TOWER RIDGE ROAD: The west side of Tower Ridge Road near Highway 16 will be closed during the day and re-opened in the evening for two days next week while Robert Holien’s Property is being logged out by Danielson Logging. Danielson and Holien have requested this road closure during the day for safety and ease for logging. Mr. Holien will be in contact with Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck with more details for this closure. In addition, Scheck conveyed to the Council that (STS) Sentencing to Service will be trimming on Tower Ridge Road next week as well.
2015 ROCK BIDS DUE MARCH 17TH: The Rock Bid requests will be available on the city website and advertised in the Fillmore County Journal on March 2nd, and March 9th. They will be opened and reviewed at the Council Meeting on Tuesday, March 17th.

DESIGNATE ROAD NAME IN SECTION 28 RUSHFORD VILLAGE: (DNR) Department of Natural Resource Forestry Officer Jim Edgar was present before the Council to request the City of Rushford Village to designate a road name for a city/minimum maintenance road leading back to DNR State Forest Land near Doc Peterson’s pasture in section 28 off Tower Ridge Road. Jim Edgar is requesting that the city road be named one name in order to obtain a location in the 911 system, as vehicles may travel on this minimum maintenance road. Once this road is named, it will continue to be a minimum maintenance road. In addition, the DNR has a small budget for gravel road maintenance, but are seeking a Joints Powers Agreement with the City of Rushford Village to use the Village’s rock bid price and the Village’s rock vendor. The Council discussed the designated road name request and concluded that the designated road name would start with the letter C and would need to be a lane. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to accept Crib Lane as the new designated road name in section 28. Jim Edgar will put together the Joint Powers Agreement, and then provide it to the City of Rushford Village.

ROAD / BRIDGE UPDATES: Brian Malm from the Engineering firm Bolton and Menk was present before the Council to give an update on the Tuff Bridge Project. The permits have been completed and approved from the DNR and SWCD, but Mr. Malm is still waiting for the Core of Engineers to approve the permit for this project. Mr. Malm has been in contact with a gentleman from the Lacrosse Core of Engineers. He was told that the process could take up to six-to-twelve months to get this permit approved, since the core has waterway jurisdiction. The bridge plans include new box culverts, slightly wider with no safety rails and concrete curb. The Council suggested that there must be some type of guardrail on Tuff Bridge for safety. In addition, Brian Malm will review the Village’s 2015 budget figures for road projects and the 2015 project list, which should include Cooperative Way and the Missouri Crossing on Benson Lane. The Council will be conducting their annual road tour sometime in May.  

PLANNING-ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had one new permit to report from Gordy Elliot for his home remodeling which was under $10,000. Mr. Pettit had no other information to report at this time. 

PUBLIC HEARING ON AMENDMENTS TO ORDINANCE NO. 5, ZONING and LAND USE Ordinance, Sections 100-800, 1100-1600, 1700-2700. At 7:30 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on a motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. The Council along with the Planning/Zoning Commission reviewed the proposed amendments and discussed the questions and clarifications regarding some of the wording to the amendments including the above sections and Resolutions for Zoning and Land Use Ordinance number 5. There was no further input received from the public. Therefore, at 7:53 p.m., the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. After further discussion, the Planning/Zoning Commission recommendation to the Council is to continue this Public Hearing for Tuesday, March 17th at 7:30 p.m., giving the opportunity for the Planning/Zoning Commission to meet again to review some clarifications and also to meet again with City Attorney Manion to finalize some of the questions and issues within Ordinance number 5. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to continue this Public Hearing on Tuesday, March 17th, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.
