RUSHFORD-PETERSON SUMMER COMMUNITY EDUCATION $500.00 DONATION REQUEST ¼ PAGE AD IN SUMMER CATALOG + WEBSITE LINK + NAME LISTED ON BACK OF T-SHIRTS: Lisa Lawston was present before the Council requesting that the City of Rushford Village donate again this year to the R-P Summer Community Education Program. The last few years the City of Rushford Village has donated $500.00 towards this life-long learning within the community. The support and donation from Rushford Village helps to offset the costs and helps to keep costs low for the parents with children involved in summer activities, the donation also helps to pay for coaches for these summer activities as well. PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had one new permit to report from Roger Knutson for building a deck. In addition, Mr. Pettit will be conducting his annual walk through at the Peterson Farm for Featherstone’s Interim Use Permit. Planning / Zoning Administrator Pettit and Commissioner Iverson will be meeting will City Attorney Manion on March 11th to finalize the verbiage to Ordinance No. 5. To 

conclude, there has been some minimal progress with the resident/property owner with several vehicles on their property in the Whitetail Run Subdivision. City Attorney Manion will check back to see if the resident makes any more progress since the weather has been getting better. 

PUBLIC WORKS-MAINTENANCE DEPT. CELL PHONE REIMBURSEMENT: The Council discussed the request to increase the cell phone reimbursement for Public Work-Maintenance Supervisor Scheck. The City of Rushford Village had been reimbursing $25.00 per month previously to Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret, with no change or increase for several years. The Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor is on call all hours’ day or night. After further discussion, the Council approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to reimburse Travis Scheck $30.00 per month for cell phone reimbursement. 
     
SEWER/WATER UPDATE: REVIEW FROZEN WATER POLICY: The Council reviewed the previous Frozen Water Policy and concluded that the need for water reimbursements this year is not needed, and the Frozen Water Policy needs to be adjusted in regards to paying half of the cost to professional un-freeze frozen pipes during frozen water issues. The policy really depends on the circumstances in regards to frozen water issues each year. This policy also states for continuous running of water to prevent frozen water pipes, which is separate from the Frozen Water Reimbursement Policy. The residents will still need to adhere to the Policy by checking their water temperature and calling the City of Rushford Village when their water temperature reaches thirty-seven degrees or less when frozen water could certainly become an issue. The next CRV Newsletter will remind the residents in the South Rushford Water District to follow the guidelines when frozen water may be an issue.

ROAD/BRIDGE UPDATE: Tower Ridge Road closure is complete; however, there may be possibly one more day at a later time. No other issues to report.

2015 Joint Legislative Conference: Council Member Todd Baker will be attending this conference in St. Paul on March 4th and 5th to represent the City of Rushford Village.
