MINUTES, OF APRIL 21, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
AND 6:30 PM BOARD OF APPEAL AND EQUALIZATION MEETING
 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The April 21, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 6:30 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Chad Rasmussen, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Hamilton Petersen.  

CITIZENS PRESENT FOR BOARD OF APPEAL & EQUALIZATION MEETING: Allen Benson & Kevin Scattum 

BOARD OF APPEAL and EQUALIZATION for 2015 ASSESSMENT YEAR was conducted by the Council with County Assessor Heidi Knepper and Cindy Blagsvedt. Knepper explained and highlighted information provided in a handout. There were two appellants present appealing their values on their tax statements. The Council reviewed the two requests for adjustments and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to make these two adjustments on these properties, and sending the two appellants to the County Board for the final Adjustments on June 16th at 6:30pm in the Commissioner’s Office in Preston. At 7:18 p.m., the Board of Appeals and Equalization meeting was closed on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the April 7, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. In addition, the Adopted last draft of Resolution No. 2015-04-07.01 Amending Ordinance No. 5 and Continued Public Hearing was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Lisa Ledebuhr, Board President Foundation for R-P Schools and Brian Malm, Engineer for Bolton and Menk. 
FINANCIALS – The Projected Final April Claims: $ 32,188.29. The Projected April 30, 2015 NOW Acct Balance estimated at $ 97,751.51+ Receipts.
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: None to report at this time.
 
The Financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

TRI-CITY CHALLENGE 10/10/15.: REQUEST FOR SUPPORT: Lisa Ledebuhr of the Tri-City Challenge and Conquer the Bluff Committee was present before the Council requesting the City of Rushford Village to participate in this city sponsored event using the City of Rushford Village’s Insurance, in which this event would then fall under the three cities (Rushford Village, Rushford, and Peterson’s) insurance as a rider. The Council discussed the request with City Attorney Manion, and it was agreed that it would be in the best interest of the city to contact the League of MN Cities Insurance Trust first, to verify that this could be done. The City of Rushford Village did not participate last year in this city sponsored event. 
  
VERN BUNKE – TRAILS & TOURISM (BLUFF TRACKS): Mr. Bunke cancelled, so this item is tabled until the next Council Meeting on Tuesday, May 5th, 2015.
ROAD / BRIDGE: Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk Engineering was present before the Council with updates and plans. The long awaiting Tuff Bridge permit from the Corps of Engineers should be completed by April 24th. The final Tuff Bridge Project Plan will include the added guardrails. The Council reviewed Resolution No. 2015-04-21.01 Authorization to Approve Plans, Specs, and Advertise for Bids for the Tuff Bridge Project. The Resolution No. 2015-04-21.01 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. The final bid date is set for May 29th at 10:00 am.

In addition, Brian Malm presented the Council with the 2015 Pavement Management Improvement Plan options. Mr. Malm’s recommendations are that Option 1, will complete the remaining crack seal and seal coating projects within the city. He also recommends that the city put away additional funds in the future to complete the remaining overlay and reclamation projects. However, the City of Rushford Village could also do this through another proposed street reconstruction bond with Mike Bubany; this time with greater public knowledge and information. Mr. Malm conveyed to the Council that we should bid it all now, and look at bigger projects possibly next year. The Council reviewed all three options and the recommendations made, therefore, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to complete all of Option No. 1 adding Prospect Street Overlay from Option No. 2 and plan to submit for bids for the second Council Meeting in May. 
 
In regards to Cooperative Way, the warranty ends September 21, 2015. Mr. Malm will contact the contractor WHKS and the concrete vendor to coordinate schedules to do a walk-through of Cooperative Way. Several panels need to be replaced including joint repairs and sealing the joints properly.
 
Other Road Updates: Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck spoke with the Council regarding the recent rotor tilled road edges completed on Ridgeview Road. Travis conveyed to the Council that Wayne Feldmeier’s piece of equipment put three-four inches or so of rock back up onto the crown of the road instead of being along the shoulder. Mr. Scheck also explained that using Mr. Feldmeier’s equipment to do this, is less wear and tear on CRV’s equipment and it will also save us some rock in the long run. In order to use this equipment as previously stated, Mr. Feldmeier requests $40.00 an hour and equipment fuel cost. The Councils’ consensus is for Mr. Feldmeier to assist Public Works Supervisor Travis Scheck in rotor tilling road edges on all of the Ridgetop Roads first and Deep River Rd. Then, Mr. Scheck can use his judgement on other roads as needed approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit New Permits /inquiries/updates; Pettit reported on three permits in process one for Francis and Rhonda Runkel’s re-roof, Kopperud’s additional bay added to warehouse, and Lauri Bauer’s remodel and re-roofing of home and barn. Mr. Pettit had an inquiry from Josh Rye regarding some possible projects, if he were to purchase the home in Oak View Loop. Mr. Pettit also had an inquiry from Gary Hovland regarding the Leanne Brand property in South Rushford on Whitmore Street. He was questioning if he purchased the property could he move the double-wide trailer off the property and build a duplex in its place. Mr. Pettit conveyed to Mr. Hovland that he would need to purchase extra sewer/water access, but in all the lot is too small, and there is not enough square footage to do this in the first place. 

OTHER BUSINESS: Merchants Bank Business Credit Cards: The Council discussed the request for a new credit card vendor and cards for the Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor and Clerk from Merchants Bank. These cards would have a $25.00 annual membership fee per card. The Council requested that the Clerk contact other cities within the area to see which vendors they use for their credit cards before proceeding with the Merchants Bank Business Credit Cards. 
Benefits for CRV Residents vs. CRV Tax Payers: In regards to the swimming pool passes the Council discussed if all residents whose homes are located in Rushford Village and those tax payers whose land is in Rushford Village should get the same benefits of reimbursement. The Council consensus is that this issue is a real fine line, so at this time the reimbursements will only be for those that have homes located within Rushford Village and not just property.     
Warning Sirens and Communication: There was some discussion regarding the warning sirens that sound. Councilman Overland suggested that there be a number residents could call if there is an issue with the siren or if they are not sure why they are going off. Mayor Johnson suggested that the Fire Department and the City of Rushford could communicate and possibly provide a number for residents to call when the sirens go off, therefore the residents can get more information when they sound.

MINUTES, OF APRIL 28, 2015 ROAD TOUR 5:30 PM

The Annual Road Tour began at 5:30 p.m. Council Members Present: Mayor Gordon Johnson, Councilmembers: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. Also present: Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck, Public Works / Maintenance Assistant Evan Meier, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

Public Works / Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck provided a list of items for each road to be completed. These roads were also viewed and discussed on our road tour.

Ridgeview Road – Extension needs to be put back on the culvert and cleaned out by hillside, so it can flow properly. Several areas along the road with wash outs could possibly be filled in with other materials along the other side of the road. Some other culverts along Ridgeview Road will need fill and extensions put back on them as well. In addition, fix signs and/or put new signs by all the culverts along the hillside, to make them easier to find. 

Airport Road – One Culvert needs an extension put on, also the ravine along the east side of Airport Road could be cleaned out as much as possible before our spring clean-up. 
	
Benson Lane – The concrete crossing on Benson Lane is washed out underneath. This crossing/Missouri crossing needs to be fixed at some point. The Council suggested that Travis get an estimate from Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk, and at this point, it may need to wait until next year to be fixed. There is also a gas line running underneath, as noted. 

Oian Road – The previous cattle pass crossing heaves, Travis would like to dig it up and fix it. The Council suggested this project can wait until next year.

Himlie Lane – A culvert needs an extension attached and fill put in.

Aspen Road - On the north end of Aspen Road fill potholes on blacktop, Ditching needs to be completed so water runs along the road properly. Travis would like to straighten the road after the dip, but it would take a lot of fill to complete it.

Ekern Road – Some Culverts along Ekern Road need to be dug out and fixed. 
A motion to adjourn was made at 8:03 p.m. by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
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
