The May 19, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Chad Rasmussen, Todd Baker and Hamilton Petersen. REVIEW AND APPROVE 2014 FINAL GAAP CITY AUDIT: The Council reviewed and approved the final 2014 GAAP City Audit prepared and completed by Engelson and Associates, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.

Mr. Pope reviewed the plans and specs with the Council addressing the streets that need sealcoating and overlays. An Interim completion date for those that need sealcoating is August 31st and early to mid-September for those that need overlays. Mr. Pope advised the Council that at this point, they may accept the entire project as is and then make changes to it later if necessary. After final review and discussion the Council approved Resolution No. 2015-05-19 Authorization to Approve Plans, Specs, and Advertise for Bids for the 2015 Pavement Management Plan Improvements on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. Update on the Tuff Bridge Project: All permits are now complete and all bids are due on May 29th at 10:00 a.m.     Update for Cooperative Way: Brian Malm & Josh Pope from Bolton and Menk, Mayor Johnson, and Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck did a walk-through on Cooperative Way. Mr. Malm has had some contact with some of the contractors who did the original work on Cooperative Way. The panels that are busted will be asked to be replaced since this contract is under warranty. Mr. Malm will proceed to make contact and keep the city informed on the progress.                                                                                                                   Other Road/Bridge Issues and Updates: The Public Works Department along with the Council accepted Evan Meier’s Resignation as a part-time assistant on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit New Permits /inquiries/updates; Pettit reported on two permits in process Jim and Lana Overland’s permit for roofing and new patio door; Jon Hatleli permit for new siding and windows, Larson Siding and Windows will be taking care of the Hatleli $66.00 permit fee.                                                             Council Action: Final Edits to Ordinance No. 5 for Recording: After further discussion and reviewing the edits. The Council consensus was that these changes are significant enough that these edits will need another Public Hearing and re-open for public comment. The Public Hearing was initially set for Tuesday, June 16th, at 7:30 pm.                                    Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables Parking Update: Mayor Johnson will have a discussion with owner Jack Hedin regarding the vehicles parking along the roadsides of City Park Road. He will provide Jack Hedin with the City of Rushford Village Ordinance 1506.04 regarding parking, as well as to work with Jack Hedin on a long-term resolution.                                                                                                                                                         
WATER / SEWER: Water Adjustments / Billing Issues and Meter Readings – The Council discussed the need for a better policy for the lines freezing and how to calculate the charges for running the water when needed in the winter months when freezing can occur. In addition, the Council consensus is to read meters the 1st of April and again in the fall, currently meters are read annually in April. In addition, Treasurer Graham conveyed to the Council that there are about ten meters that normally do not work each year. One resident in particular had an issue with their meter and billing. Treasurer Graham along with the property owner, agreed to charge four units of water each month from now until July 20, 2015. Therefore, Treasurer Graham can see exactly how many units the resident is currently using on a month-to-month basis, if it is more or less it will be adjusted, approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

OTHER BUSINESS: There was a written resident complaint regarding vehicles speeding in the residential areas in South Rushford and grass being blown on roadways. The Councils consensus was to give the residents named in the complaint a verbal warning and let them know this is a safety concern, if it’s still remains a problem policing the area may need to be done to establish the speed. In addition, the Rushford Village newsletter will make note to all residents not to blow their grass on the roadways.                                                                         The Swimming Pool Reimbursement will be for the swimming pool passes only. The reimbursement will be $40.00 again this year as approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
