MINUTES, OF JUNE 2, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The June 2, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Chad Rasmussen.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the May 19, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Josh Pope, Engineer Bolton and Menk

FINANCIALS – The May 31, 2015 Now Acct. Balance per Bank: $ 113,775.83. The May Receipts-per Bank:
$ 10,391.00; Disbursed-May per Bank: $ 23,202.81; Projected Preliminary June Claims: $ 25,697.12; June 30, 2015 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $ 72,608.79 + Receipts: (1st Half Property Taxes - deposited end of June)
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: No activity to report at this time. 

The Financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

TUFF BRIDGE PROJECT BID ABSTRACT & LETTER OF RECOMMENDATION: Josh Pope, Engineer from Bolton and Menk was present before the Council with a bid abstract and letter of recommendation in response to the four bids received for the Tuff Lane Bridge Project. Mr. Pope conveyed to the Council, that all bids received were all over the Engineers Estimate including a very rare lowest bid tie. In case of a tie, there are two options in this situation. One option, reject all bids and re-bid or the second option, award to the lowest responsible bidder. If the city proceeds with option two, a committee would then need to be formed in order to develop requirements to consider and determine who is a responsible bidder. After further discussion, the Council consensus was to throw out all bids and re-bid the project, which was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

OTHER ROAD/BRIDGE UPDATES: Josh Pope had no further news to report on Cooperative Way. However, Mr. Pope and Brian Malm have both been emailing and calling the general contractors, but so far no response. The Council advised that the Cooperative Way roadwork needs to be completed sometime in the window of June 15-September 15th. Mr. Pope and Mr. Malm will copy any further email notices from the contractors to the City Clerk and City Attorney Manion. 
In addition, Mr. Pope reported on the meeting they had on Benson Lane with Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck. They have concluded there are three-to-four different options ranging in price from $40,000-$100,000 or more to repair the water flowing over the Missouri crossing on Benson Lane. However, the Council is not ready to proceed with this project this year. 
Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck reported that Mathy has been hauling sand on Deep River Road, leaving some dust control issues. The Council advised that first Mathy should have completed a road evaluation with the City of Rushford Village prior to using the road for hauling sand out. They are required to leave the roads in the same or better condition before their use. Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck will contact Mathy and talk to the manager. In addition, Mr. Scheck spoke to the Council about a manhole on the north end of Whitmore Street needs to be filled in. Travis plans to patch it up with hot mix or cold mix. The Council consensus is to look at Whitmore Street for next year’s Pavement Management Improvements. 
Also, Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck reported that several cement trucks were using the City of Rushford Villages private access up to the water tower. The Council authorized Mr. Scheck to put up gates to block them from using this access, as it is private and not public.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had three new permits to report, one from Jim and Lana Overland for a re-roof and patio door replacement; one from Larry Overland for a bathroom remodel; one from Tyler Eide for the removal of two large grain bins and building of a 26x120 building on a cement slab. Mr. Pettit inquisition the Council regarding the junk cars on the Whitetail run property. There were previously fourteen cars on the property, and now there are seven cars, not all licensed. City Attorney Manion conveyed to the Council that a Formal Letter by Statute was send to the property owners and they had to comply by May 21st. The next step would be a Court Order. The Council consensus is to follow-up first with the property owners before moving forward with a Court Order.
In addition, Mayor Johnson conveyed to the Council that he had a visit with Jack Hedin owner of Featherstone Fruit and Vegetables. Mayor Johnson reviewed the Parking Ordinance with Mr. Hedin, and addressed the parking issue along City Park Road. This is a long-term goal, which Mr. Hedin acknowledged, and plans to put a plan together and bring it to the Council possibly sometime next year. 
Ordinance No. 5 Edits and Notes: The Council will review the edits and notes on their own time. At this point, no one had any questions.

WATER/SEWER: Water Shut-offs (Red Tag Doors) and Certification to Property Taxes: The Council discussed some ideas such as red door tags to help minimize the burden on residents and city employees for monthly water shut-offs. After discussion, the Councils’ consensus is to keep the process the same. Two notices will be sent to all residents who are on the shut-off list. If no payment or suitable payment arrangements are made, the water will be shut-off and will not be turned back on until the property owner pays their bill in full, plus the $100.00 charge to turn it back on. In addition, if utility bills are not paid by November, they will be sent to Fillmore County to be certified-assessed to the property owner’s property taxes. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

NIMS TRAINING – The Disaster and Mitigation Training Courses will need to be completed by two Council Members, Public Works Maintenance Supervisor and City Clerk. Councilor Overland will email training links to the City Clerk. 
SAFETY APPAREL: Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Scheck requested new class two safety shirts. The Council agreed to approve the purchase of five - class two safety shirts on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 
TRI-CITY MAYORS MEETING:  Mayor Johnson had initiated a coffee meeting with the Mayor of Rushford and Peterson. Mayor Johnson heard back from Rushford’s Mayor, but not yet from the Mayor of Peterson.
