MINUTES, OF JUNE 16, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The June 16, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Chad Rasmussen and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Planning-Zoning Commission Members: Joyce Iverson, Glen Kopperud, Maynard Thompson, and Bruce Hovland; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the June 2, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Brian Malm, Engineer Bolton and Menk

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final June Claims are at $ 27,014.38, with a June 30, 2015 Now Acct Balance 
Estimated at $ 257,830.02 + Receipts: The NOW Account Balance includes an estimated $187,500 for the first half property taxes that City of Rushford Village will receive in June.

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: Two General Fund CD Renewals one in the amount of $1,721.35 and $5,742.08 which both matured on June 15, 2015. Rates are now at .55

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

ROAD / BRIDGE / BUILDINGS / WATER / SEWER: 
2015 Pavement Management Improvement Projects – Bid Abstract and Letter of Recommendation     
Brian Malm, Engineer from Bolton and Menk was present before the Council to review the Bid Abstract and Letter of Recommendation in response to one bid received for the 2015 Pavement Management Improvement Projects from Dunn Blacktop in the amount of $158,830.96. Mr. Malm conveyed to the Council, that the Bid was over the Engineers Estimate, with most of the variation for roadway widening. The Council consensus was to approve Resolution No. 2015-06-16.02 awarding the bid to Dunn Blacktop for the 2015 Pavement Management Improvement Projects in the amount of $158,830.96 on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. Mr. Malm will contact Dunn Blacktop to schedule the work, he will coordinate with Dunn and Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor Scheck. In addition, Councilor Dennis Overland suggested that we review the Pavement Management Improvement Projects that have been completed within the last two years and review the Street Reconstruction Plan to see what projects still need to be completed. 
In addition, Mr. Malm shared pertinent information with the Council regarding the Minnesota State Senate Bill SF-1647 passed as an omnibus transportation policy and finance bill that focuses on fixing Minnesota’s roads and bridges in small cities. This funding will be based on miles of roads and population within the small cities. This means that the City of Rushford Village may receive $31,000 to use towards roads and bridges. The Small City Aid money would be disbursed with the Local Government Aid (LGA) in July. Mr. Malm will get more information as it becomes available. 
Furthermore, Mr. Malm reported on the Missouri crossing located on Benson Lane. The crossing is functioning now, but in the future it can deteriorate further. This project would consist of a better-designed spillway and re-wrapping apron. 

OTHER ROAD/BRIDGE UPDATES: Public Works – Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck shared with the Council draining issues located on Sherwood and Goodrich Street. He advised that there should be a culvert under it, which would help to resolve this draining issue. 

ROOFING QUOTES FOR CRV COMMUNITY CENTER-OFFICE: The Council reviewed the two quotes received for steel shingles for the building’s roof. Neither company quoted the thickness of the steel; therefore, the Council requested more information in regards to the gauge of steel, both roofing companies are using in their quotes. The Council tabled this issue until more information and confirmation is provided. Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor Scheck will contact both companies to get some answers. 

PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had several new permits to report. Tyler Eide storage shed units has been permitted and ready to go; Dave and Lori Clobes kitchen remodel; Trevor Eide 3x165 foot retaining wall; Les Ladewig storage shed on skids; and Jonas Sublett backyard patio. Mr. Pettit also reported on two inquiries he received; one from Jerry Kopperud in the planning stages of putting a shed on his property. The other from Ted Kjos of Tri-County Electric for the installation of larger solar panels, Mr. Pettit plans to meet with Mr. Kjos to discuss the requirements in order to permit larger solar panels. In addition, Mr. Pettit conveyed to the Council that he met with the owners of the Whitetail run property. Mr. Pettit advised the Council that the homeowners have cleaned up the vehicles and met the requirements, so therefore the property is back in compliance. However, the property owner was advised that they need to keep the cars cleaned up.

LARSON SIDING AND WINDOWS PERMITS AND OTHER ISSUES: City Clerk Mart advised the Council that Larson Siding and Windows of Rochester are telling property owners in Rushford Village that they do not need permits to complete their work. Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit spoke with a Sales Representative from Larson Siding and Windows and conveyed to him that all work completed to a home, garage, sheds, etc. or on the property needs a permit in the City of Rushford Village, no matter what. Clerk Mart also conveyed to the Council issues with the checks coming from Larson Siding and Windows for the permit fees instead of receiving them directly from the homeowners. The Council consensus is that the property owners need to pay the permit fees to the City of Rushford Village directly instead of Larson Siding and Windows sending a check to the City of Rushford Village for the permit fees on the property owners behave. The Council suggested that City Attorney Manion send a letter to Larson explaining that permits are required and whom should pay the permit fees. In addition, the Council suggests that we make it clear to our residents that they are responsible to obtain a permit for anything and everything. This item will be in the next quarterly newsletter to be mailed out at the end of June to all residents in Rushford Village.

7:30 PUBLIC HEARING ON SIGNIFICANT AMENDMENTS TO ORDINANCE NO. 5, ZONING and LAND USE Ordinance, Sections 100-800, 1100-1600, 1700-2700. At 7:30 p.m., the regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. The Council and Planning/Zoning Commission reviewed the final Notes including the significant Amendments to the Ordinance which required another Public Hearing. The Council and Planning-Zoning Commission discussed the Conditional Use Permits. A Conditional Use Permit goes with the land. If a property owner wanted to remove the Conditional Use, they would need to go through the same process as they did to obtain one, which includes a Public Hearing and notification to the public. 2014 Statutes state that when you put a time frame it becomes an Interim Use not a Conditional Use. With no further input from the public, the Council closed the Public Hearing and re-opened the Regular Council Meeting at 7:55 p.m. on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. The Planning-Zoning Administrator along with the Planning-Zoning Commission recommends to the Council the approval of Ordinance Number 5 as presented. The Council accepts the Planning-Zoning Commission recommendation to accept the Amendments to Ordinance Number 5 as presented approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  



OTHER BUSINESS:
2015 Severson LP Pre-Buy Contract: The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to pre-buy 900 gallons of LP at $1.149 for a total of $1,034.10 for the 2015-2016 season.
