MINUTES, OF JULY 7, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The July 7, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Chad Rasmussen and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the June 16, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Josh Pope, Project Engineer Bolton and Menk; Ray Monsoor

FINANCIALS – The June 30, 2015 Now Acct. Balance per Bank is $305,636.66; June Receipts-per Bank: $222,041.21; Disbursed-June per Bank: $30,180.38. The Projected Preliminary July Claims are at $29,275.86 and the July 31, 2015 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $263,358.61 plus Receipts:

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: One Water Fund CD Renewal in the amount of $2,130.16, which matured on June 30, 2015.

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

ROAD / BRIDGE / BUILDINGS / WATER / SEWER: 
Tuff Lane Bridge Project – Bid Abstract and Letter of Recommendation     
Josh Pope, Project Engineer from Bolton and Menk was present before the Council to review the detailed Bid Abstract and Letter of Recommendation in response to the four bids received for the Tuff Lane Bridge Project. The lowest bid was from Generation X Construction, LLC in the amount of $84,405.00 which was below the Engineers Estimate of $86,405.00. The engineering Firm Bolton and Menk recommend awarding bid to the lowest bidder. After discussion and review, Council consensus is to award the bid to Generation X Construction, LLC in the amount of $84,405.00 and approve Awarding Bid Resolution No. 2015-07-07 on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. Furthermore, Bridge construction could begin towards the latter part of August.

OTHER ROAD/BRIDGE UPDATES:
Cooperative Way Warranty - Walkthrough with Contractors: Mayor Johnson and Public Works Supervisor Scheck along with Josh Pope and Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk met with Brent from Pembers for a walkthrough of Cooperative Way. A warranty agreement was made with WHKS and Pembers, but the previous walkthrough remedies from Pembers was not as appropriate or efficient, therefore our engineers from Bolton and Menk suggested some proposed remedies that would function better and correct the issues. Some issues that were address were the replacement of cracked panels and sealing longitudinal joints that expand across the road. Bolton and Menk requested that Pembers provide them with a Price Quote Proposal for joint sealing over and beyond the warranty work that needs to be done. The parameters have been set, Bolton and Menk are waiting for Pembers and Fitzgerald to get back to them with their response and plan of action. Mayor Johnson suggested that we allow the contractors to fix the road beyond the warranty that was in place, and we may need to pay something out of pocket if needed to have them complete the whole project to correct all the issues beyond the warranty contract. 
Furthermore, the 2015 Pavement Management Improvement contract, insurance and bond information has been received from Dunn Blacktop. A pre-construction meeting will be setup with the project start date possibly the end of August, but more probable the beginning to mid-September. All sealing needs to be done prior to September 15th. The widening part of the roadways will be completed prior to October 15th. Councilor Overland questioned the road widening of Prospect Street in South Rushford, as the center would now be three feet to the North making it hard to determine property setbacks from the center of the road. Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit explained that he normally measures from the center of road with the exception of South Rushford, in which he measures the setbacks by lining up with existing structures. Mr. Pope explained to the Council that the property lines would not change with the road widening and when reviewing the plans the road was already shifted more towards the South, giving the North side more room for widening. As long as the road is within the right-of-way, widening Prospect Street makes the center now equal to the South as it is to the North. 

CITIZEN CONCERNS: Ray Monsoor was present before the Council with concerns regarding a building permit issued for a 26x120 storage shed to be used as storage units on a property located on Village Drive. Mr. Monsoor was concerned that this shed would be a distraction to the area and take away the serenity of the area as well. Mayor Johnson spoke with Mr. Monsoor over the phone prior to the Council meeting and Mayor Johnson also made a requested site visit to the property where the storage shed was being built. Mayor Johnson conveyed to Mr. Monsoor that the prep work that was done was very satisfying and he did not see any drainage or erosion issues on site. Furthermore, the property previously had grain bins and a dryer, which were removed to build this storage shed. The permit was accepted and approved first by the Planning and Zoning Commission and then approved by the City Council with the consensus that there was no issues replacing the grain bins with a storage shed. Mayor Johnson conveyed that this is an acceptable and compatible use for the area it’s in. Mayor Johnson conveyed to Mr. Monsoor that there was nothing further the Council could do. 

PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had several new permits to report. Ordell Thompson deck; Jean Hultman doors; Jeff Jackson re-siding garage and Todd Bram re-permit to get his deck completed, as his previous permit lapsed in April.
Jerome Kopperud has a permit in process for a storage shed on the corner of Highway 43 and Tuff Lane. Mr. Kopperud will need a 30-foot setback from the road right-of-way as he is bordering roads on both sides. Mr. Kopperud will re-check his locations to make sure it is correct. Mr. Pettit’s understanding is that since they are not in a subdivision they can build in front of the dwelling. The Kopperud properties each have a separate parcel of record even though they have a shared driveway. The Planning-Zoning Commission needs to review the permit and access issues before approval of this permit. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, the Planning-Zoning Commission will need to review the permit application for Josh Rye’s 36x48 pole shed to be built in the Woodland Addition. Mr. Pettit informed Mr. Rye that there is a covenant he needs to keep as the out buildings must resemble or match the house.  

Ordinance #5 PH Amendments – Resolution No. 2015-06-16 & Exhibit A: Summary to Publish 
The Council reviewed Ordinance # 5 Public Hearing Amendments and Exhibit A: Summary to Publish and therefore approved Resolution No. 2015-06-16 and Exhibit A: Summary to Publish on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.

WATER/SEWER ISSUES/UPDATES: Treasurer Graham asked the Council how to proceed with the fees and charges for a resident that has been hooked-up to city water for over ten years. The property owners had received a meter from the City of Rushford Village, but no one followed up to see when they hooked-up to the water. Treasurer Graham stated that back in 1996 the residents were still using their well. City Attorney Manion suggests that the City of Rushford Village collect six years’ worth of fees to cover hook-up costs and water use consumption. The Council suggests that Treasurer Graham collect all the fees for the average number of gallons used over the last six years and charge connection fees for the sewer and water. At this time, they have one lateral connection. If they sell the business property off, then there would be a fee associated with that. At that time, they may need to create a new parcel that will have its own services and a new connection. In regards to the sewer and water for the new building, Treasurer Graham will contact the property owners first to see if they have someone they are working with before involving our city engineers, the property owners would need to submit an exterior/interior plumbing plan for our engineers to review to see if yes it will conform to the applicable criteria or no we need to re-work this. If something further needs to be completed the costs will be the responsibility of the property owners. They may submit to us a plan for our engineers to review at their expense, if it needs some engineering, then costs would be incurred.   

OTHER BUSINESS: 
2015 Rushford Days - The Council reviewed a letter requesting financial sponsorship and volunteers to help with events during Rushford Days. The Council declined the financial sponsorship as the City of Rushford Village is currently out of sponsorship funds, but volunteers will be helping with the events.
