MINUTES, OF AUGUST 18, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The August 18, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Chad Rasmussen.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the August 4, 2015 Regular Council Meeting and Public Hearing for Tri-County Electric Cooperative’s 1 MW (1,000 kW) Solar Photovoltaic System was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Josh Pope, Project Engineer Bolton.

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final August Claims are at $57,107.16. The August 31, 2015 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $ 164,755.91 plus receipts:  

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: One PFA CD Renewal in the amount of $11,187.43 which matures on 8/20/2015

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

ROAD / BRIDGE / BUILDINGS: 
2015 Pavement Management Contractor’s Pay Estimate Request No. 1 for $34,397.81. The Council approved Dunn Blacktop’s Pay Estimate No. 1 for $34,397.81 on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. Mayor Johnson conveyed to Mr. Pope that he had noticed pea-rock dumped along the north end of Money Creek Road, where the blacktop meets the gravel. Mayor Johnson stated it has washed board along the road for about fifteen feet. Mr. Pope conveyed to the Council that the contractor was going to clean-up the extra rock along Sherwood Street, but he will certainly bring up the issue regrading Money Creek. 

Other Road / Bridge Updates: Josh Pope, Project Engineer with Bolton and Menk was present before the Council with updates on the Villages ongoing projects. In regards to the Pavement Management Plan, the seal coating completion date is set for August 31st, with the overlay and widening to be completed October 2nd, the contractors plan to start in mid-September.  
The Tuff Lane Bridge Project pre-construction meeting was held on August 12th. The contractor hopes to start the project on Monday August 24th, it should take four-five days to complete all the work. In addition, the contractor and engineers have been in contact with the landowner and will provide a temporary access if needed, until the project is complete.
Cooperative Way – The work has now started with saw cutting out all the problem areas. It should take about four-five days to complete the work needed, plus one-week cure time for the new cement. 
Benson Lane – The Council questioned Mr. Pope regarding the small bridge/Missouri crossing on Benson Lane. Mayor Johnson would like an opinion from our Engineers Bolton and Menk regarding this project. Council consensus is to go ahead and see what our options are and what would be the most cost effective.  
Other Issues and Updates: Public Works – Maintenance Supervisor Scheck has ordered books to obtain his pesticide-spraying license.  



PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had two inquiries to report. Norman’s Electric inquired about installing a holding tank instead of hooking up to sewer. The second inquiry was from a South Rushford Village resident regarding a property located across the street that she would like to see condemned. City Attorney Manion advised the Council on the necessary steps to take in order to condemn a property. Attorney Manion will check out the property and the landowner who rents the home as well. 

PUBLIC WORKS-MAINTENANCE ASSISTANT: PT / FT HOURS / JOB DESCRIPTION / TIMELINE 
The Council discussed hiring an assistant for the Public Works and Maintenance Department. The Council is aware that the project list keeps growing every year, so it may be beneficial to hire someone three-fourths of the time or even fulltime rather than a part-time helper. The assistant could obtain all the necessary licenses, so they could become Mr. Scheck’s replacement when needed during vacations, sick days, or whatever. Mayor Johnson suggested that the hiring committee meet with Public Works – Maintenance Supervisor Scheck to go over the position specifications before moving forward with posting an ad.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Security Camera for Sheds / Dumpster: There has been illegal dumping into the City of Rushford Village’s dumpster. Someone had filled up the dumpster with garage sale items and bikes, just after the dumpster had been cleaned out by Harter’s a few days before. Harter’s had to pick up three weeks in a row instead of picking up the trash as it is contracted for every other week. The Council discussed some options, but would like to see a sign posted first, before purchasing a camera. City Attorney Manion suggested we post a sign that states for “City Use Only, Illegal for Dumping and Violators will be prosecuted.”

He suggested that we contact polytech and get a quote. Councilor Overland suggested we shop local first. He will check around town first, before we contact outside companies for quotes.
