MINUTES, OF OCTOBER 6, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The October 6, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker, Chad Rasmussen and Hamilton Petersen. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the September 15, 2015 Regular Council Meeting and the continued September 22nd, 2015 Mill Rate Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Peggi Redalen

FINANCIALS – The September 30, 2015 Now Acct. Balance per Bank is at $192,923.60. The September Receipts-per Bank are $8,908.57. The Disbursed-September per Bank are $65,009.69. The Projected Preliminary October Claims are at $113,839.65 with an October 31, 2015 Now Acct Balance estimated at $56,970.46 + Receipts:

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: None to report at this time.

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

Bluff Country Visitors Guide Ad: Peggi Redalen was present before the Council to discuss the option to run another City of Rushford Village Bluff Country Visitors Guide Ad, again this year. The Visitors Guide distributes 40,000 copies within fifteen counties including Minnesota, Iowa, Wisconsin and Illinois. In previous years, the City of Rushford Village was advertised in a half-page ad in the guide. The 2016-2017 early bird rate for a half-page ad will cost $388.00 to place with full color; the price also includes three months of free advertising on the Fillmore County Journal Website or Visit Bluff Country Website. Therefore, the Council approved the ad be placed in the Bluff Country Visitors Guide at the cost of $388.00 on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

ROAD / BRIDGE / BUILDINGS / SEWER / WATER: 
The Council reviewed Generation X Tuff Lane Bridge Project Pay Request Number 1 for $71,435.25; therefore, the payment was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously. Generation X has completed ninety percent of the work with some outstanding work that needs to be completed including some re-grading of the bank areas, turf restoration and installation of the guard rail. The next pay request should be the final payment application request. 
The Council also reviewed the proposed agreement received from Concrete Foundations for joint sealing +/- 3,600 linear feet along Cooperative Way. This agreement includes them to re-saw, clean, and seal joints with hot pour tar at $3.00 a linear foot compared to that of Pember’s $7.10 a linear foot. The engineers at Bolton and Menk strongly recommend to the Council the approval of the Concrete Foundations Joint Sealing Proposed Agreement. The Council approved the Concrete Foundations Joint Sealing Agreement at $3.00 a linear foot on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
The Council reviewed Pember Companies, Inc. Request for Payment for $15,856.00 for the work completed beyond the warranty work along Cooperative Way. Bolton and Menk recommends that the city make 


payment to Pember in the amount of $15,856.00 therefore the payment was approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.
  
PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had reported on the following new permits. Jeff Bellock’s cement driveway, and Jon Pettit’s 10x16 utility shed on skids; as well as demolition of old pole shed and construction of a new pole shed. Pettit had nothing else to report, however; Mayor Johnson thought the Council should be aware that there is a potential piece of property that may be developed, but it has not been made public, as of yet. This potential development would be on the behalf of the Village, but possibly, we can make it happen as a joint venture with the City of Rushford and meet with them in a joint meeting sometime in the future. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Hazard Mitigation List to Include in Fillmore County Plan: The Council reviewed our current list along with the previous Fillmore County Hazard Mitigation Plan, and did not see any additions or changes needed at this time. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Approve Resignation of Councilor Hamilton Petersen and Resolution No. 2015-10-06 Declaring Council Vacancy along with the approval of publication for filling Open Council Seat for the remainder of the term, as well as this open seat for the 2016 General Elections. Therefore, the resignation of Councilor Petersen, the Resolution 2015-10-06 Declaring Council Vacancy, and Publication were approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
The Interview-Hiring Committee recommendation and Approval of New Hire for Public Works – Maintenance Assistant position. The Committee recommends to the Council hiring Hamilton Petersen as the new full-time Public Works Maintenance Assistant for the City of Rushford Village approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
Fence Viewers: The Council approved on motion by Baker, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously for Councilor Chad Rasmussen to replace Hamilton Petersen as the new fence viewer for the City of Rushford Village. The proposed meeting date is preliminarily set for the afternoon of October 24th.
