Financials were explained by Graham with March Claims at $55,987.17, check book balanced at $62,768.49, with outstanding checks in the amount of $21,759.56, and 1 CD renewed at 0.25%.  Due to the low balance and need to cash a CD prior to June tax receipts 2 invoices are held for later payment, City of Rushford Sewer loan August request of $7449.85 and Bolton & Menk for $27,419.50.  Graham further explained budget balances of 1st quarter. Motion to accept by Rasmussen 2nd by Smith, Carried.
Planning / Zoning reported no new applications returned to him at this time.  Baker shared written information on SE MN Regional Economic Development Study Proposal from SEMLM.
Roads:  Scheck shared that many of the Damage Assessment Training issues on the 3-23-16 school, were related to the 2007 Flood.  All Cities present were taking the information very seriously.  Scheck has investigated the rental of equipment to harvest rock from the ditches for the roads.  $20 per hour would help us on several of the rural roads.  Motion by Smith 2nd by Rasmussen to arrange rental for these roads, Carried.
Pope explained that some culverts in the road project out for bids would need to be replaced at the time of the project due to a fact that most have a life of 20 years and are well into that period now.  The Bid Opening will be held on       May 3rd for this project.  Pope will be meeting with DNR on April 22nd to discuss the Benson Land crossing. Sealcoating issues of last fall and winter plowing may be best left in most places for the new growth of grass to cover and eliminate possibility of damage to adjoining grass. Issue caused by sweeping.  Contract is still open and project of 2015 will be finished when ground is fully ready.  Asked to be placed on 5-17-16 agenda.
