Graham reported expenses of $10371.97 paid out thus far in May, while holding Bolton & Menk payment of $61,023.00 (2016 Road Project preperation) and Dunn Blacktop of $7,287.81 retainage fee (incomplete), therefore we need to sell $57,424.12 CD. There was no rate change on CD investments this month.  The financial report was accepted. Pettit reported on permits to Blagsvedt for a shed on skids, Forsythe desk and Scharmach fence from gopher 1 call. Pettit will contact Todd Bram regarding the June 16th  Zoning meeting.  

Discussion by Bubany and Council was in regards to the difference between a Rural Water loan and having to obtain a Standard & Poor’s rating for a loan. Mike Bubany presented the possibility of a 15 year (down from 20)  at 2.7%.A MN Rural Water Bond would have no agent fees and other benefits..  The bids made it possible for all projects to be done at this time. This loan would also be within the budget.  A Resolution 517-2016  providing for the sale of $878,000.00 General and Obligations Street Reconstructions Bonds, Series 2016A and levying a tax for the payment thereof. Several citizens were on hand to ask questions about the widening of some streets and the slope of the shoulders in regards to the water runoff.  Questions relating to	utility poles will be answered by the utility companies.  Driveways damaged, will be fixed with the same material they are made of.  Culverts will be replaced so as to not need to replace them and cut the new roads in 5 years of so.  A resident asked to be called, when work is to be done on his property, Schick will be sure to see that he is there when necessary. Some slopes will actually be less when completed to make mowing easier.

The Grimsrud’s wish to donate that parcel of land to Rushford Village for use by both Cities to develop the acreage above for the betterment of both Cities and the school.  Johnson related information received at a meeting with Rushford Mayor and others.  Johnson then pointed out it will take compromise on behalf of all to equal a better community and develop this area and others attached to it in both cities.

A piece of equipment called the Retriever is being investigated by Rasmussen and may be placed on the 2017 budget to aid in the recovery of road rock on our 33 miles of gravel roads.
