CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Josh Pope, Kenny Rislov and Kirsten Zoelher

Financial Report:  Graham reported expenses as of June 21, 2016 of $17,164.84/ Holding Dunn Blacktop of $7,287.81 retainage fee (incomplete).  Received check from First Independent Bank of Russell of $862,660.00 for 2016 road projects. The financial report was accepted.    	           Motion by Overland, 2nd by Baker, Carried.

Zoning:  Pettit reported there were no new permits issued since the June 7, 2016 council meeting.  Members of the Andrew Olness family have contacted him in regards to putting another house on the property.  Joe Twainter has been in contact with Pettit in regards to the Verle Ramsey property.  The Zoning Board did determine the
O Hare property is buildable but does have access issues.
							
2016 Roads Project:  Change Order came in at $13,002.00 and was signed by Mayor Gordon Johnson.
Josh Pope, Engineer for Bolton & Menk, was on hand to answer questions regarding the 2016 road project that pertains to South Rushford.  There was discussion about the lack of communication between the residents of South Rushford and the Engineers as to what was going to happen and when.  Josh stated they will do a better job of informing residents of what is going to happen with the project.	It was also mentioned that the City of Rushford Village could have had an open house to inform the residents about the project.  Kenny Rislov was present and had concerns about drainage and slope angles on his property.  Josh Pope, Travis Scheck and Kenny Rislov will get together and look at his property to see what can be done about the slope angles.  There was discussion about Murland Ellefsons’ driveway and what will need to be done for drainage. Josh will continues to work with Ellefson.	 
			        
Grimsrud Way:  Nothing new to report.  Gordon Johnson, Dennis Overland and Jon Pettit from the CRV and Chris Hallum, Jack O’Donnell and Roger Knutson from the City of Rushford had an informal meeting at the CRV hall June 14th to talk about working together on this project.  It was a very positive meeting with lots of good discussion.

Tuff Bridge:  After the recent hard rain there was water that ran onto the Jon Peterson fields.  Josh Pope will get together with an Inspector with a laser level to make sure things are as they should be.  This is still in the maintenance period.

Aspen:  Travis Scheck reported the rebar has been cleaned and painted on the bridge.  Travis also reported that road repairs made and mud slides cleaned up on Aspen after the recent hard rain.   Other areas within the village did require repairs.

Farmers Elevator driveway:   Gordon Johnson reported that Jerry Kopperud will be putting together another quote for the light pole and LED lights.  Prices have increased since this was last discussed.

Dust Control:  Motion to increase reimbursements for dust control to .30 per foot, up to 400 ft max. of 2 applications per year with a paid invoice (Spring & Fall).  You MUST call the City of Rushford Village at least 1 week before applying dust control to allow the maintenance department to prep the road before the dust control is applied.  Failure to do so will not allow for a reimbursement.	Motion by Rasmussen, 2nd by Baker. Carried

[bookmark: _GoBack]CRV Weed Inspector:  Mayor Gordon Johnson and Council Member Richard Smith are the CRV weed inspectors.  There was discussion to appoint Travis Scheck and Hamilton Petersen as assistant weed inspectors as they are the ones who travel throughout the CRV regularly.  Attorney Thomas Manion stated MN Statute 18.80 which allows there to be assistant weed inspectors.  Travis and Hamilton can contact anyone regarding a weed issue.  If they make contact with the resident they will inform the Mayor or City Clerk.  If after talking to the resident the problem is not resolved they will bring it to the Council.  If they attempt to contact a resident and cannot they will inform the City Clerk and a letter will be sent to that resident.														Motion by Rasmussen, 2nd by Baker. Carried

Maintenance Department Overtime:  There was discussion surrounding overtime pay for the maintenance department when called out after hours for a public safety concern.  It was determined that a policy should be put in place.  Tom Manion will research what other cities have for this type of policy.

SMIF:They are asking for a donation.  Tabled until more information was available as to what the City of Rushford Village can/cannot donate too for private and public donations.  Suggested a policy be drafted regarding this for future donation requests.  Tom Manion will research.

CRV Weapons Ordinance:  Attorney Thomas Manion stated MN Statute, which says the CRV has power over the discharge if a firearm. Tom Manion will research what other cities like City of Rushford Village have for regulations and ordinances regarding weapons.
