June receipts of $1,113,029.95 ($862,660.00 for 2016 road projects), outstanding checks of $81,619.89, estimated July expense $28,507.84. No change in CD’s. Graham presented the 2015 Audit report from Engelson & Associated with no issues of concern by them. The financials were accepted as presented.
