Planning/Zoning:    
· New Zoning Permits:  No new permits issued since December 6, 2016 Regular Council Meeting
· Jeff O’Donnell presented his preliminary plans to the Zoning Board on December 15, 2016.  He was told he will need to follow Ordinance 11 sections 600 and 700 requirements for subdivisions in order to build on the lot that already has a house on it.  O’Donnell will report back to the Zoning Board when he has completed what he needs to do.

Roads/Water/Sewer:  
· CRV will not get assistance from FEMAfor the storm drain pump that burnt out which cost $2,162.15, this includes the pump and charges from Norman’s Electric for man hours and supplies as well as CRV maintenance man hours because the replacement did not meet the minimum requirements of $3,100.00.  Butch Johnson will be contacted to see if the CRV insurance will cover the replacement of this pump. Bolton and Menk had sent an estimate for Benson Lane which was forwarded to FEMA.  CRV is waiting for the final report from Falconio Giuseppe our FEMA representative to see what CRV will get for assistance for other projects that need to be done.
· Motion was made to accept Change Order 2, which includes the pay decrease of $6,885.00 and Pay Application 4 in the amount of $21,345.90 that includes the deduction of $6,885.00.  											Motion by Overland, 2nd by Baker. Carried.  
· McHugh was agreeable to everything CRV had proposed regarding previous pay applications.  The 5% retainage in the amount of $31,829.79 would not be paid to McHugh until after the 2 concrete driveways and the culvert ditch area at Highway 43 and Whitmore are repaired. Popes opinion this should signify paying for everything completed for the project through December 20th except for the punch list items listed above.  Once the punch list is completed the retainage of $31,829.79 would be released.  Pope received an email from McHugh regarding discrepancies within pay application #4 in terms of quantities.  Pope was not certain what the discrepancies could but he has Bolton and Menks records of work Mchugh performed along with McHughs records they submitted to Bolton and Menk so Pope will look into these claims by McHugh.  Pope wanted to make the Council aware that there could be an adjustment to pay application 5 but feels it is very unlikely.  
· There are other criteria other than being the lowest bid CRV may need to implement when hiring contractors.	            								
· Pope and the Bolton and Menk Sr. Bridge Engineer have looked at the bridge report from Fillmore County regarding bridge #3827 and they feel an overlay would extend the life of the bridge 5 to 10 years at least but Pope has not been out to look at bridge #3827 and feels more investigation has to be done to see exactly what needs to be done with this bridge.  This bridge is part of the State Highway System as it was part of State Highway 16, therefore it is eligible state funding. 

Other:
· Motion was made to allow Mike Ebner, the newly elected Councilmember, to attend a Leadership Conference if he wished to do so.  Ebner can decide which dates he would like to attend.  Cost of the Conference is $325.00 not including lodging.
