· Scheck reported the sand and rock supplies are running extremely low do all the freezing rain/ice episodes.  He was given the go ahead to replace these supplies.  Additional salt to mix with the sand had been purchased already.

· Scheck reported the need to purchase 2 new sets of tire chains 1 for the big truck and 1 for the road grader.  Motion was made to allow Scheck to make these purchases.
