2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Scheck reported approximately 30-40 yards of black dirt will be needed to complete the ditch work in South Rushford.  He received a quote from Generation X of $14.00 per yard delivered.

· Miner and Scheck attended the District 6 DOT meeting in Rushford on September 25, 2017.  Discussion included Highway 43 from Mable to Rushford and Highway 30 from Highway 74 to Highway 16.  The projected plan for Highway 30 will start in 2022 and will include a 3 inch overlay and culvert work.  The Projected plan for Highway 43 will start in 2023 and will include a mill overlay and culvert work.
· Attorney Manion reported the State Auditor could potentially not approve allowing assessments added to yearly taxes as these is no program for it and it would not fall under any category.  Therefore, assessments for the lot on Goodrich would not be able to be placed on the residents taxes over a period of time and will need to be paid at the time of water and sewer hook up.
· Letters will be sent to residents who have gotten dust control reimbursements reminding them it is their responsibility to contact CRV, not that of the business applying the dust control, to allow time for the road to be graded before the dust control is applied.  Failure to notify CRV will result in the dust control reimbursement to be denied.  CRV maintenance can grade roads in that fall that have had dust control applied to make sure they are in good shape for winter.
· Scheck reported Generation X is planning to bore the water line under Highway 16 to Tyson Fresh Meats the week of October 16, 2017.  At this same time the water line to the Goodrich lot will also be done.
· Scheck reported the new John Deere road grader could possibly be delivered December 22, 2017
