· Do to his work schedule, Todd Baker is no longer able to attend the Planning and Zoning Meetings and has vacated his seat.  The vacancy is posted on the CRV and RP Valley Chamber Websites. 
· Pettit met with Jack Hedin from Featherstone Fruit and Vegetables on 11-21-2017 to discuss the Interim Use Permit for the Peterson Farm.  Hedin would like to increase the number of seasonal homes and seasonal employees allowed to stay on the farm during the 7-8 month growing season.  Hedin was asked to make and application to revise the Interim Use and state his long range plan.  This matter will be brought to the Planning and Zoning Board and their recommendation will be brought to the CRV Council.

· Goodrich water connect to the water main is complete.  Before a water meter is given, permit will need to be completed and connection fees paid in full.  Still waiting on word from Generation X as to when the boring will be done under Highway 16 to Tyson Fresh Meats for water hook up to the main.

· Jack Hedin from Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables discussed with Scheck and wrote a letter outlining a potential compost pile agreement between Featherstone F&V and CRV.  He proposed Featherstone would add vegetable waste to the CRV compost pile and remove it is the spring.  Council had concerns regarding smell that could be a problem for hall rentals, hours for maintenance personnel moving the pile initially and turning the pile and Featherstone F&V is a private business and has available area for their own compost pile.  
Motion was made to decline the offer from Featherstone F&V to share the CRV compost pile.	            															   Motion by Ebner, 2nd by Rasmussen. Carried.  
· Mayor Johnson received an email from Tony Chladek, Rushford City Administrator, informing him Rushford has received permission from Donny Woxland to conduct a municipal layout analysis.  CRV has been considering the same area for development and will be working with CEDA to develop a plan.  Johnson is disappointed Rushford did not approach CRV first to determine if the two cities could work together regarding this area.  All property being analyzed is within the CRV boundaries.
· Letter was received from Arden Fitzgerald regarding speeding on Goodrich St.  Fillmore County Sheriff Department will be made aware of the issue.  CRV will ask residents to report license plate numbers of those speeding, which will be turned over to the Sheriff’s Department.
· Fall Clean Up Recap was reviewed.  There was a $904.95 lose for 2017.  Electronics from spring and fall have not been brought to Preston.  Comparison between 2016 and 2017 will be reviewed and a decision will be made to continue or discontinue the fall clean up.
