· Pettit reported he had attended the DNR Shoreline Management Workshop in Mankato on November 2nd.  CRV position has not changed regarding the finalization of the maps.  Comments brought forward have delayed the finalization of the FEMA maps for CRV.  
· Overland shared with the Council thoughts he and Johnson, the CRV EDA Sub-Committee, feel CEDA can do for CRV.  CEDA will research CRV needs and abilities and use the CRV Comprehensive Plan to potentially establish more industry and housing in the City of Rushford Village.  The CEDA contract was presented to the Council with the modification that the contract would be with CRV not the EDA.  The contract states CEDA would be reimbursed for staff time at the rate of $12,339 not to exceed annually.  This is based on an average of eight hours every other week.  The contract would begin January 1, 2018.  Money would be budgeted for EDA Professional services for 2018.
