1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;	
· No new permits issued since last regular council meeting on December 5, 2017
· Pettit reminded the CRV Council there is an opening on the Planning and Zoning Board that needs to be filled.  Opening is posted on the CRV and RP Valley Chamber Websites.

2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Snow Removal Policy will be revised to include the CRV Office phone number and revisions made to private snow removal
· Speed reduction sign and speed bump/hump prices were reviewed.  Sign prices ranging from $1,716.00 to $3253.95 with speed bumps ranging from $102.95 to $120.00 per section and speed humps ranging from $108.95 to $498.85.  Scheck stated he did not feel the signs would help much as residents would see them initially but treat them as they do the signs that are posted now.  Rental Companies called do not have this type of equipment available.
· Gopher State One Call had a very good year financially, therefore, they will be issuing a credit of approximately $.15 per 2017 notification ticket issued.  This credit will be applied towards 2018 ticket charges until the credit is used up.  The Annual Connection Fee will be reduced from $100.00 to $50.00 effective January 1, 2018. Ebner stated Gopher State One Call had changed contracts a year ago and went with a different provider. 
· Tire quotes for the 2007 Freightliner were reviewed.  The original tires are on the truck.  Brown’s Tire & Battery of Rushford quoted $3,210.98 (4-12R22.5 GY ARMOR STEEL, 2-315/80R22.5 DUNLOP 345) and Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company of Winona quoted $2,866.18 (4-GY 12R22.5 G622 RSD TL 16, 2-DU 315/80R22.5 SP345 20).  Both were state price bids.  Neither quote included mounting or disposal of old tires. 
After discussion regarding the time it would take to run the truck to Winona versus to Rushford it was motioned to stay local and purchase the tires from Brown’s Tire & Battery for $3,210.98.

· Scheck reported because of a power surge on 12/16/17 the sewer pumps needed to be re-set.  Nothing was damaged
· No definite date when the new grader will be delivered.  The old grader is ready for use if needed.

3)    OTHER:  
· Scheck reported he had been cutting brush and the chainsaw caught the chaps he was wearing.  There was no injury to Scheck.  Scheck was given permission to purchase 2 sets of chaps.
· Scheck reported his and Petersen’s work boots would be in need of replacing soon.  Jackets will not need to be replace this year.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Scheck reported they may be using Sentence to Serve to help clear roadway ditches of brush in 2018.    Scheck asked if a wood chipper could be rented during this time instead of stacking the brush in the ditch or hauling it back to the CRV brush pile.  He felt it would keep the road ditches cleaner.  The Council is not sure there would be a need for a wood chipper.  Winona Rental and Vermeer were mentioned as possible places to rent the wood chipper if it is determined one will be needed when the Sentence to Serve group is working.  No action was taken on the issue.
