· 2017 Zoning & Permit Fees will remain the same as of January 19, 2016

· New Dwelling Permits:  a minimum of $100.00, $10.00 per 100 sq ft of total floor space.  

· All other permits ar $7.50 per 100 sq ft of floor space

· Minimum Fee:  $30.00 & $30.00 per extra site visit.

· Work to be completed in One (1) Year

· No work may begin until a permit is obtained.  If work begins before permit is issued, the permit fee is doubled and a late fee of $250.00 is charged.

· 2016 Zoning Permit Revenues:  Business Permits $823.67,  Residential Permits $1,043.97

· After reviewing the Zoning and Permit Fees for 2017 it was suggested by Pettit that before the end of the year it should be decided if there will be changes to the 2018 Zoning and Permit Fees.
· Pettit shared writing a permit for everything is cumbersum and a lot of those written are “no charge” permits.  It needs to be determined if a permit is to continue to be required for everything.  If a permit does need to be written for everything it needs to be determined if a minimum fee should to be set to cover the cost of writing those permits that would normally be a “no charge”.
· It was noted by Kopperud if we require a permit for something we should have an explanation for the resident why a permit is required
· The reason for permit fees is to cover the cost of the Planning and Zoning Board Administrator’s time and energy as well as that of the Planning and Zoning Board.  The intent is to break even, not make money.
New Permits:
#1220 Floyd Dunn-Take down grain building (sent to Preston in 2016)
#1221 Jonathan Peterson- Build pole shed and move hoop shed
Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Pettit has had several inquiries regarding how many acres are needed to have a buildable site.  In the past as long as it has its own parcel number and room for 2 sewer systems and is a minimum 2.5 acres it was considered a buildable site as long as required permits were obtained from Fillmore County.   At the March 16, 2017 Planning and Zoning Meeting the Board review ordinances that pertain to Quarter/Quarter and Family on Farm.
· Pettit has had inquiries regarding the property at 30350 Village Road.  It is being asked if it would be a buildable site if the house that is currently there were to be tore down.  Pettit told them it would be a buildable site but the required permits from Fillmore County would need to be obtained first.  Petersen brought to the attention of the Planning and Zoning Board the weeds at this property were not mowed in 2016.  Petersen was told this would have to be brought to the CRV Council and they would determine what action should be taken.
Other Issues/Concerns: 

· Upon recommendation by Jon Pettit the CRV Council appointed Todd Baker to Planning and Zoning Board during the CRV Regular Council meeting 2/7/2017
